Microsoft gave a very spec-
tacular party to celebrate new
product releases, one of which Steve
Gibson, SpinRite developer (Gibson
Research), and writer for the Tech
Talk column in Info World
magazine, went over for us at this
meeting. More to follow on that
later.

Richard turned the microphone
over to Steve Gibson for the Ran-
dom Access session. Steve quickly
handled a few technical questions.
Steve Gibson is always welcome as
an enthusiastic, well-informed, and
talented speaker—but this topic
had him aglow with enthusiasm
over a new Microsoft product
release. Formerly known by the
code name Thunder, this new
Microsoft earth-shaker has been
released as VISUAL BASIC. Steve

has dedicated two of his Tech Talk
columns in Info World to this
programming revelation. After read-
ing from the first of the two columns
he went into a detailed demonstra-
tion of some of the product’s
capabilities.

This product gives control over
to the user. Within a very brief time
Steve had programmed a short
three-button, Windows-like, pro-
gram to run at the click of a mouse.
The kids (young and not-so-young)
will be programming their own
games and projects with this one. [t
is that “basic.” Some programming
background was recommended for
larger projects. Those of you who
are the real programmers out there
will really be cooking with VISUAL
BASIC. The dawn of the new age of
computers has arrived. $199 retail
ptice when it is available in one to
two months. Find out more about
this one! And remember, you heard
it first at OCIPUG.

The next presenter, Bret Berg,
Product Manager for AST com-
puters brought two new 3865X Ex-
ecutive Notebook computers for the
group to preview. This new AST
product has made quite a splash in
the market due to practical features
combined with great pricing. Retail
for the 3865X-20 (2.5" 20MB hard
disk model) is $2995. Add $400 for
the 40MB and to date there is a
60MB upgrade available. Eventual-
ly, up to 100MB may be available on
this model. There is also a 286-12

version that can be converted later

to the 3865X by exchanging the
daughter board {cost $500). The
retail for the 286 is $2495.

Our own Richard Villa must be
the first in our club to own one of
the 3865X beauties. He had his on
hand for the group to preview. [
asked Richard during the break for
comments on the machine. His only
qualm was although the keyboard
was excellent, like most equipment
the set up did not favor a left
handed person. He found the loca-
tion of the control keys a little
awkward for this reason. The size
and shape are as good as, or better
than, some of the competitors. The
screen (VGA) resclution looked tet-
rific. Richard added the
FAX/MODEM and is very pleased
with the performance to date.

AST offers an Executive Care
Option ($75 the first year with rates
for longer periods). This provides
you with a loaner shipped to you
within one day, packaging for ship-
ping your damaged unit back to
AST, and speedy return of the
repaired unit with packaging to ship
the loaner back to AST. No trips to
the shop. Minimal down time while
you wait for repairs. This can be a
good thing.

Kris Jamsa, author of over 35
books, was kind enough to return to
OCIPUG with another information-
filled presentation, This meeting
topic was File Performance. We are

Suffice it to say
that I'm not letting anyone who was at
that meeting near my keyboard, without
keeping a close eye on his or her every
move,

This month we also had some mem-
bers step forward and offer to help our
club in some very innovative ways. Mem-
ber Jim Chambers, came up to me at the
General Meeting and handed me a dona-
tion of $40 to be used for improvements
at the SIG space. Jim mentioned to me
at a SIS meeting that since joining
OCIPUG he has received much help,
gained much knowledge, and attended
many SIGs.

After much research,
Ben LeGare was able to locate a device
that should allow us to take the VGA
output from any computer and convert
it to a signal compatible with a
television. At the May Board Meeting,
the Directors approved the purchase of a
27" TV to be used as a monitor. If all
goes well with this setup we will consider
adding another monitor or two so that
there is good visibility from anywhere in
the room. I'm keeping my fingers
crossed! B
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For some reason, a lot of people
have asked me recently about my
communications setup, programs,
etc. Maybe it is because they think
sysops know a lot about those
things. Well, I only know what
works for me. There are many in
OCIPUG who know a great deal
more than I, and who are much bet-
ter sources of information.

Anyway, for what it is worth to
anyone, here is the way I am set up.
There are, of course, infinite per-
mutations and combinations, and
any one could be better than this.
Your own choice will depend pretty
much on what you want to do with
your system. Most every hardware
setup out there will handle the
programs [ use, so we won't spend
any time on that aspect.

Having struggled with Smartcom
If, Crosstalk, and a couple of
others, the almost unanimous selec-
tion of ProComm by the CCIPUG
members soon showed the error of
my ways, and the great wisdom
available to us all in this organiza-
tion. That became my exclusive
standard until Zmodem was
adopted. The neat handling of
Zmodem (DSZ0429.ZIP)* by the
comm program, Qmodem, en-
couraged me to run that one for a
while, even though ProComm 1.1B
can be configured to run Zmodem
as an external protocol. I did that,
tco, and ran both for a while. If for
some strange reason, ProComm is
not to your liking, you may find
Qmodem an excellent substitute.
(It is available on the BBS on four
disks: QM42F#1.7IP, #2, #3, and
#4)*. With the advent of Pro-

clusive standard, and handles
Zmodem nicely as an internal
protocol. That protocol and others
were discussed in the February

README.DCOC.

Although Windows 3.0 is on my
machine and will run ProComm as
a DOS application, [ do not recom-
mend it. After many downloads and
uploads, I find that Windows inter-
feres somewhat, and those opera-
tions go more smoothly when run
directly from DOS. Presumably,
DataStorm will be out with a Win-
dows version of ProComm in the fu-
ture. Before we leave ProComm, if
you haven't used the Clipboard fea-
ture, by all means do so, if you do
any amount of downloading. It is
simple, and well described on p.99
of the ProComm docs. (This is a fea-
ture new to v.2.0, and almost worth
the price of the upgrade all by it-
self.)

Vituses are an important con-
sideration for any sysop, and for
anyone who does much in the way
of shareware downloading. It is very
unlikely that you will contract a
virus from any established BBS, Alj
sysops routinely scan all new
software on their systems, and are
not likely to let any infected
software past them. Nevertheless,
precautions are very much in order,
as nothing can be guaranteed.
Some of our members have thought
of viruses as not worth the effort to
keep them out—until they caught
one! Fortunately, those infections
did not come from our BBS, but
from other semi-commercial
software, or software that went
from hand to hand. Interesting
question: To whom do you com-

plain if you get a virus from pirated
software’

A lot of the commercial software
houses appear to be jumping on the
virus bandwagon. [ certainly
haven’t looked at all of them, but it
seems to me that the only one that
has a reliable update method is the
new Norton Antivirus. With new
viruses appearing weekly, it is very
important to keep your protective
software up to date. Personally, |
find the McAfee programs
(SCANxx.ZIP, CLEANxx.ZIP,
etc.)® to be quite adequate and up
to date. You will find them on this
BBS within 48 hours of a new
release. These will identify viruses,
and will remove them, but they will
not detect changes in your COM
and EXE files, so you may not know
that you have a virus until it has
run rampant through your system.

That protection is offered by
another McAfee program,

SENTRY. (On the BBS as
SENTRY0Z.ZIP)*. This is one of
the first lines in my
AUTOEXEC.BAT. Sentry, once in-
stalled, will tell you of any change
in size or date of any COM or EXE
file on your disk. It adds a few
seconds to your boot time, and you
must get in the habit of re-install-
ing after any upgrade or deletion of
an executable file. | have a little
batch file that does that for me,
and only requires a warm boot to re-
set the program file.

In addition to the above, [ make
extensive use of ZipMaster

(ZM241.ZIP)* and ArcMaster

(AMS57.2IP)* as shells for com-

pressed file management. These
programs make it easy to scan
zipped files for viruses without unzip-
ping. When used with Vern Buerg’s
LIST (LIST75H.ZIP)* program, you
can also look inside the zipped files
and read the docs before unzipping.
Other programs, SHEZ

(SHEZ62 . ZIP)* and ZipManager
(ZM301.ZIP)* are similar shells. X-
TreeGold v.2.0 will also allow you
to look inside zipped files, and even
extract portions, without unzipping
the whole thing. For example, you
can extract and print the docs
before deciding that you are going
to use the program.

One essential program, and one
of the first to download, is the unzip
utility. Having that in your PATH is
essential to all the above programs
except XTG. The file you want is
self-extracting. PKZ110.EXE will
blossom into all of the decompres-
sion utilities you will need for most
files. Thete are other compression
programs, but most everything you
will be using will work with the zip
compression.

Mike Springer has written a
couple of very useful utilities to
manipulate zipped files. Just

download UNZIPBAT.ASC and
ZIPITBAT.TXT, and modify them
as necessary using a text editor.

In summary, the programs and
procedures above work very well for
me, and give me a good sense of
security in knowing that my files
and data have not been attacked.
Of course, there is a price to pay in
time, but | feel that peace of mind is
worth it.

* PLEASE NOTE: The file desig-
nations given in this article are the
most recent as of this writing. These
programs are frequently modified
and upgraded, and some of the ver-
sion digits change. If you are unable
to find a file as listed above, use the
S)earch technique. For example, to
find the latest of SCAN, S)earch for

grateful to Kris not only for taking
time from his busy schedule to speak
to us, but for donating several of his
fine reference texts to our club raf-
fle.

OPEN, was well touted by Kris in
spite of the difficulty it has with
larger, more sophisticated programs
such as GEOWORKS.

John Gooedman commented
he did not feel the benefits out-
weighed the problems caused by the
command. Those present who use
the high powered programs that con-
flict with FASTOPEN, usually by
locking up their computer, seemed
to agree.

The Association of PC User Groups
(APCUG), a nationwide network of
user groups like ours, has initiated
this monthly, Industry Commentary
Subscription Series, written by well-
known industry professionals for
reprinting in local newsletters. The
following article, the first of this
Series, is by Jim Seymour, a colum-
nist for: PC Magazine, PC Week,
and PC/Computing. The New York
Times described Jim as “the most
respected and widely read commen-
tator” on the personal computer
business.

I'm getting tired of hearing
about the constant cutbacks in
end-user support staffs in major
corporations. 'm not unsym-
pathetic to the problems those cuts
create; I'm not happy about those
cuts. But it seems that every day or
two I get another anguished call
from a friend (and sometimes a
client) who runs a PC support shop
in a large company...and who's just
been told to cut his staff in half. Or
worse.

And it does get wearying. The
stories are so depressingly similar:
Mr. Big has decided to cut the
Help Desk staff by 25%. Or 50%.
Or 75%. Or maybe even wipe it
out. Of course, Mr. Big has never
called a PC Help Desk himself; and
if he has a PC on his desk it's more
of a Yuppie Totem than a real tool.

(Ask him to show you a list of
the files in one of the subdirec-
tories on that PC sometime. Don't
be surprised if he doesn't know the
DIRectory command. If he does,

and can actually get a list of files
onscreen, don’t be surprised if you
can't find a file-creation date in
that list that'’s more than a few
days after the PC was installed.
And he’s making the critical
decisions about PC support...)

But I digress.

We're finally working out a set
of reasonable alternatives to many
of the support issues raised by the
past couple of years’ cutbacks.
Overwhelmingly, for example, com-
panies are farming out hardware
maintenance. {Or maybe I should
say farming it in, since they're sign-
ing deskside-repair contracts with
local VARs and third-party sup-
port vendors.)

And while a lot of Info Center
staffers and PC Coordinators, by
whatever job title, are involved in
planning networks these days, few
of those people are actually pulling
wires. That work is contracted out
to network VARs, who use laid-off
electricians to do the work. (In
some cases that's because of local
union work- rules; only guys with a
seventh-grade education, making
$35 an hour, can knock holes in
walls, crawl around on their knees,
and yell “Marty! Marty? Yo! You got
it yet? Naw? Humph! Well, pull on
the damn wire, anyway!” People
with BAs who know what they're
doing, and who are making $12.50
an hour—your basic $35,000-a-
year PC support tech—aren't al-
lowed to do that.)

And finally, companies are ex-
perimenting with the new kinds of
support arrangements offered by

applications software publishers. In
some cases that means priority 800-
line service, thanks to annual ser-
vice contracts; in others, it means
pay-by-the-call 900 number set-
vice. Neither is half so convenient
or effective as a skilled, ex-
perienced group, answering help
calls through an internal Help
Desk set-up. Those full-time in-
house people come to know the ap-
proved-and-supported software
packages at least as well as the
vendors’ people—and more impor-
tant, they understand the context
of how those programs are being
used internally.

But that kind of internal ap-
plications support is being cut fur-
ther every day.

What's really lost in these
hatchet-job cutbacks is a larger
issue than fixing broken PCs and
pulling twisted-pair and explaining
how macros work.

It’s that priceless core of PC
know-how, and PC-industry know-
what, that's lost when companies
cut their PC support operations
below critical mass.

It's the ability of a line manager
to wander into the Info Center and
ask for some help on figuring out
how to implement a new system,
fast, using off-the-shelf applications
packages. [t's the awareness of
software and hardware tools which
exists but are not presently used in
the company, which could be
brought in, literally overnight, to
solve a new problem, exploit a new

opportunity.

It's the broad knowledge—
broader than anything the com-
pany is using or doing right
now—of what's coming, where
things are headed, how the com-
pany can start changing how it
does things in order to exploit the
phenomenal power of networked
PCs.

Where is that kind of insight
going to come from for these com-
panies?

Consultants are usually the first
answer. Far be it for me to dis-
parage the role of consultants, or
our collective insight and savvy: |
earn a comfortable living telling
large companies which way the PC
business is headed, and helping
them solve their problems. As do a
lot of my colleagues.

But there are only a few of US,
and so many of THEM. Consult-
ants are a good, if only partial
answer, especially for larger com-
panies. But consultants are expen-
sive, hard to find, and of hugely

uneven quality.

The answer for most companies,
I'm convinced—and especially for
companies in the 50-500 employee
range—is to make intelligent use of
local user groups.

User groups represent exactly
the right kind of rich repository of
that larger-context, look-ahead in-
formation these companies are
losing. And the price is certainly
right.

It's a near-perfect match.

But as much as | believe in that
answer, it's hard for me to see how
to get from here to there. User
groups are good at free-for- all, pop-
up Q&A sessions at the beginning
of meetings. Some are good at
maintaining a corps of volunteers
who'll take your panicky call at 1
a.m., when the dBASE file you
need for a 9 a.m. meeting seems
hopelessly corrupted.

But one thing very few user
groups are good at is the kind of
outreach that would attract the at-
tention of the senior MIS people in
companies undergoing these sharp
cutbacks,

Computer retailing is well into a
fundamental revolution: moving
from a storefront-focused industry
to an out-bound-sales industry.
Even Computerland has been en-
couraging their dealers to consider
shutting down their store-fronts
and replacing them with exclusive-
ly out-bound sales staffs.

Perhaps the user-group com-
munity needs to borrow a page
from that book. Not in shutting
down present user group functions,
to be sure; but in emphasizing out-
reach, and especially outreach to
companies which for good or bad
teasons have decided they can no
longer afford to maintain clusters
of PC expertise on staff.

Maybe, just maybe, that repre-
sents the model for the most effec-
tive, successful, and enduring user
groups in the 1990s,
