For the record, it's only because I have
accepted a fiduciary responsibility to
represent oty our members that I agree
to these impositions. Like most of you,
I would much rather be concentrating
on the latest technology and using
OCIPUG and other user groups as a
forum for doing so. I would observe at
this point that when we have been able
to concentrate on productive and non-
political improvement projects, we have
made the great strides which have
brought us the unparalleled member

participation and value that has marked
this administration.

In a perfect world, we might concen-
trate on doing things like the open
house, learning about building a corpo-
rate network, designing database applica-
tions and setting up Internet connec-
tions. Realistically, though, you can't
build a house unless you clear space for
the builders and have some means of
satistying the building inspectors. There
are a lot of people who like the longevity
of trees, and no tree should be cut down
without some forethought. Se, without
further remorse for ideals and lost
time,...let's plunge ahead and get this un-
productive stuff over with (hopefully

once and for all).

Along with several other members of
your executive board, these last four
years | have had the opportunity to com-
municate with many industry represen-
tatives. Particularly this last year, after
two COMDEZXes and an officers' retreat,
1 feel fortunate for exposure to a great
deal of critical and constructive feed-
back.

This last year in particular, thanks to
the draft policy manual, attention to fi-
nancial details, and the results of the
election, we have had much more pro-
ductive board meetings. This leaves us
free to concentrate on members’ requests
and an action plan. But, more to the
point of the vendor relations
thing—instead of putting out fires, I per-

sonally have had much more time to talk
about OCIPUG and other user groups
with vendors and other user group offi-
cers.

There 1s a common conception that
user groups are fun, which they are. User
group people would like the world to
think that happy-go-lucky groups of in-
dividuals get together to share informa-
tion and work for the common good. If
you have been around any kind of vol-
unteer groups for any length of time,
this begs for a bit closer examination.

It's probably accurate to say that all
volunteer officers believe that what they
are doing will benefit some or all mem-
bers of their groups. Certainly, going
through the hard
work of becoming a
nonprofit organiza-
tion is one example of
this, Beneath the
many layers of other
considerations we all
must make, we want
to have our actions
interpreted by the
members who know
us as being true to the mission of our
groups. Thinking about these things and
acting successfully on them is what
makes for good leaders. Or, so at least
the theory goes....

In practice, however, depending
largely on how sensitive one is to similar
kinds of issues in other organizations,
we find some disturbing temptations
and difficult realities in user groups for
which the last four years have provided
background.

I recently spoke with several user
group liaisons of some major vendors. 1
was not surprised to learn that these peo-
ple were being questioned and were
themselves questioning whether or not

to continue supporting user groups.
One vendor held special focus groups
with user group officials to help deter-
mine how to efficiently address the con-
cerns of user groups. Alan Licbschutz
and I attended. Monetary compensation
was made to attendees for their partici-
pation, and OCIPUG received

user group officers that some people
make errors of omission in letting peo-
ple believe that they are representing a
user group when the members have since
voted to have others represent the group.

When OCIPUG became a corpora-

tion, we must assume that we were ex-

ours.

It's a fact that user group rela-
tions budgets of all but a very few
vendors have come under some
very stringent review. All expendi-
tures, especially those which in the
past enjoyed carte blanche, can no
longer be made with impunity.
One impact of this we notice is
vendors' wariness in sending prod-
uct to organizations which provide
limited feedback about what is
done with that product.

Just as it is difficult to determine how
much good these promotional copies of
product actually do for the community
of user group members, it is equally or
more difficult to assess what amount of
temptation such a windfall provides to
recipients of the product.

From the vendors' perspective as I un-
derstand it, experience and research
leads vendors to the conclusion that
many more copies are sent to user
groups than are ever accounted for—a
very unsatisfactory result. This is not a
vendor problem—it is a user group prob-
lem. We have to look sharp if we want to
deal with free market corporations. Dis-
organization and excuses will not do in
the long term.

Indeed, T am deeply disturbed for all
user groups when I hear from a vendor
that he or she was yelled at by a user
group official who was once an officer
accustomed to recciving promotional
copies. Or, in another instance, when |
see and hear from vendors, colleges, and

pected to adopt the restrictions of con-
ducting our business as a corporation.
In doing so, we gain the special privi-
leges that our status provides. Anyone
who agrees to volunteer as a board mem-
ber must accept this. It's not always fun
to live with restrictions, but this is why
we have the opportunity to focus on the
latest technology, and this is why we get
so much vendor support. OCIPUG and
the vendors understand each other's
needs as corporations.

From my perspective as a responsible
leader of a nonprofit corporation, [ rec-
ognize other problems a lack of account-
ing presents as a liability to interactions
which we must have with government
agencies. | understood that we had a
problem with this when I was a board
member and not the president. When
you made me president, I set out to solve
the problem. With your help, we have
done this; just fook at the list of product
we received and accounted for for our
auction. Along the way there has been a
lot of shouting. Of course.

It's probably unwise to suggest that we
subordinate the promotional activities
in a free market to the ideal that user
groups function as socialist units where
everyone works for the common good.
It won't happen here. Bu, if you take the
time to read our mission statement, you

can see part of the problem with
this. Instead, let's look for a way to
see that the opportunity we have in
OCIPUG for using software and
sharing what we learn is as close as
we can come to privately owning
software. Software and hardware
changes so fast these days that own-
ership could be considered a liabil-
ity anyway. In any case, we could
avoid the same kind of temptation
problems that might give rise to
people forgetting their fiduciary re-
sponsibilities as members of the board
of one user group at a time.

As you read the minutes of the last
executive board meeting in the back of
this issue, please note that a huge
amount of time was spent in researching
and dealing with the issues raised. I find
it increasingly difficult to justify subor-
dinating my normally productive and
creative activities to these kinds of issues
that we do not go looking for but that
seem to find us in any case; thus, we are
compelled to deal with things we do not
bring into being.

I have been asked to underscore the
main points considered when I was
asked to relteve members of your board
of their committee responsibilities. To
further explain what has occurred, a
long and detailed history and disserta-
tion are necessarily required. However, 1
do not think 1 have the luxury of either
the space or your patience. If you are
really interested in knowing what mem-
bers of the board understand about the
events, call each and every one of
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them—their numbers are in the back of
the newsletter. Listen. Then, decide for
yourselves,

Summary of Points of
Consideration:

The executive board must be con-
cerned with how to make OCIPUG a
successful and financially selfsupport-
ing organization.

Any activity which a board member is
aware of which would lead to a financial
impact on OCIPUG must be reported
immediately to the other members of
the executive board, particularly if this
activity 1s known of in advance.

OCIPUG's members have invested

cavily in time and money in OCIPUG,
[his is easy to see from the accounting
we have for the last two years,

Another organization which pro-
motes itself as offering the same oppor-
tunities, the same ser-

under accepted corporate principles to
put QCIPUG before any of its competi-
tors at all times and cannot be encum-
bered while considering the well-being of
competing entities at any time.

The OCIPUG membership account-
ing activity, BBS activity, long range
planning/financial planning activity,
corporate network design, Internet ac-
cess design and implementation are con-
sidered to be proprietary activities which
OCIPUG wishes to keep free from possi-
ble conflicts of interest.

OCIPUG's bylaws prohibit OCI-
PUG's affiliation with another user
group but do not preclude members
from enjoying the benefits of as many
user groups as possible; in fact, we en-
courage people to join user groups.

Before any public announcements of
another user group's activities, and
through OCIPUG's normal activities of

receiving donations and

vices, in the same [o-
cation, must be con-
sidered as having a
possible impact on
the members' invest-
ment in time and
money in OCIPUG.
This is best under-
stood in terms of how competitively user
groups act to attract members to their
groups.

No one on the executive board of
OCIPUG suggests that there is anything
in the bylaws which suggests that con-
current membership in another user
group is undesirable.

Simple membership and holding an
elected or appointed position are two
distinct kinds of membership and hold
distinct responsibilities and, hence, have
distinct restrictions on conduct.

Members of the executive board of
OCIPUG have a fiduciary responsibility

communicating with local
organizations, it has been
discovered that some key
entities have the impres-
sion that QCIPUG is affili-
ated with another user
group. Correspondence
and product have been
sent to the OCIPUG mailing address,
and OCI-PUG officials continue to be
contacted regarding business of this
other user group.

Further research has revealed that in-
dividuals who have served OCIPUG's
members in the past and who have devel-
oped a rapport with these outside enti-
ties—to the best of OCIPUG's knowl-
edge—have not explicitly defined theis
activities as being distinct from what
OCIPUG offers the community, No
written record of such a distinction has
been provided to OCIPUG.

At the time of the board meeting in

question, the other user group had pub-
lished a list of members of their board.
This list included several members of the
current OCIPUG board of directors.

At the time of the board meeting in
question, the other user group had pub-
lished a reference to some of their mem-
bers' experience with elected and ap-
pointed positions in other user groups,
thus making an association between
themselves and OCIPUG.

The executive board of OCIPUG was
not officially informed of any of these
activities, nor did the members in ques-
tion offer any indication that there was
another user group forming which
would meet in the same place, offer a
reduced set of the same services to the
community, and offer opportunities to
learn about a specific toptc which
OCIPUG is clearly concerned with.,

It was noted that OCIPUG's history
shows that 85% of its general meetings
have contained topics which are directly
related to Microsoft Windows. It was
noted that the majority of OCIPUG's
SIG meetings cover in-depth topics di-
rectly related to Microsoft Windows. It
was noted that not all meetings-are filled
to capacity and, hence, OCIPUG does
not turn people interested in Microsoft
Windows away from its meetings.
Hence, OCIPUG is acting cognizantly
and directly to attempt to meet the de-
mands of members of the community
who wish to learn more about Microsoft
Windows.

When asked at the board meeting
about how long the executive board
members in question had been involved
in organizing activity for the competing
user group, it was generally indicated
that it was only recently (since May) that
they had been involved with organizing

ractal Design is pushing its
Painter 3 illustration program
into new territory. With added
image editing capabilities and
an overabundance of new features,
Painter remains a high-end, professional
illustration tool that artists cannot live
without. At the same time, Painter 3 bor-
rows a lot from Fractal's entry level Dab-
bler program. The big changes in the
Painter 3 program include a new inter-
face, innovative tools, and a laundry list
of enhancements. But two things haven't
changed—a tradition of respect for the
nuances of traditional art media and
method and an infectious enthusiasm
for eye-popping image editing effects,

Painter 3 1s more intuitive than ever
because the program's new functions
mimic conventional art processes. One
of the most interesting new features, the
Frame Stack, is based on old-fashioned
animation techniques. It allows you to
overlay up to five layers of transparent
sheets and trace images from one frame
to the next, altering each slightly. By
employing Painter's other tools in com-
bination with Frame Stacks, you can
recreate the look and feel of a pencil test
animation.

The smallest enhancements may ulti-
mately deliver the largest productivity
gains, For example, adjusting the brush
size while you paint by using a keyboard
shortcut is an enormous timesaver. The
ability to draw selection areas using ed-

itable Bezier curves or to adjust the
feathered edge of a mask using the HSV
slider brings Painter's selection tools up
to par with image editing products like
Adobe Photoshop.

The program's revamped interface ar-
ranges all of the painting tools and art
materials into drawers—an organiza-
tional metaphor borrowed from Fractal
Design's Dabbler. Because Painter is a
more complex program than Dabbler,
the result is sometimes a confusing col-
lection of drawers that open and close,
pallets that expand and contract, and
brush configuration options that are
split across several control palettes,

last issue, we discussed the Insuf

Sicient Memory Error that occurs

with Windows 3.1 or Windows
for Workgroups 3.11, {ts cause was
traced to running out of space in the two
64K heaps of memory reserved for
USER.EXE and GDIEXE. We gave an
alternate to spoiler shells such as Mi-
crosoft's Program Manager, Symantec's
Norton Desktop, or PC Tools for Win-
dows that take up major gulps of system
FeSOUICES.

In SYSTEM.INI, we re-
moved from the [boot] sec-
tion the line shell=progman.exe
and substituted instead
the line shell=c|wpwin60)
wpwin.exe. By use of alternate
versions of SYSTEM.INI, in-
voked by suitable batch com-
mands m the root directory,
we could go directly into and
directly out of WordPerfect
for Windows 6.0a.

When this technique is
used with Microsoft's Office
Pro 4.3, the screen after
bootup by the command
WIN/3 shows only the nor-
mal button strip from which
individual programs can be
booted, and to which individ-
ual programs close. Two things can com-
plicate matters: 1) Individual programs
{Word, Excel, Access, etc) should not be
entered in the path, only C:\MS-
OFFICE; DOS imposes a limit of 127
characters in the path statement, If you
exceed this number the excess entries
won't play. 2) With OnTrack's Disk
Manager, often used for hard drives
greater than 528 MB, the technique
given earlier is effective with individual
Windows programs, but can sometimes
give trouble with suites. To assure best
results with MSOffice 4.3, we need to

indows 95 Preview

Did you go to the Windows
95 rollout on June 19 at the
Disneyland Hotel? Microsoft
had its usual great multimedia splash
with an impressive demonstration of
Win95, Unfortunately, there was not
much coordination with the outside
area. There was no food or demonstra-
tions by third party groups in the hall-
way like at the MS-DOS 6.0 rollout. In-
stead of a neat MS-DOS t-shirt, Win9s
key chains were handed out. Weil, at
least there was enough room for the
more than 1000 attendees. Perhaps we

will be part of a splashy Win95 rollout.
There were two guys from Microsoft
expertly running through the Win95 in-
terface capabilities. I really appreciate
the fact that the interface is so Mac and
OS/2-like. A network of Compagq (a
co-sponsor with Microsoft) computers
that included a 386, 486s and Pentium
desktops, a 486-level laptop and a ptinter
was quickly established for this demo.
One Win95 demonstrator humorously
mentioned that Win95 is definitely not
Plug-and-Pray and then successfully
demonstrated Plug-and-Play by in-
stalling a new video card on a desktop
and later hot-swapping PCMCIA cards
on the fly with the laptop. It's not quite
at Macintosh level, but it's a persuasive
demonstration to PC owners. All in all,
it was an impressive demonstration of

Win95.

A Frantic Finish

Within Building 5 of Microsoft's cam-
pus, there are hundreds of Win95 bug
testers toiling around the clock to find
and fix the last glitches in over 15 mil-
lion lines of code. Eatly in July, the final
golden version will be sent to manufac-
turing where Win95 will be recorded on
CDs and diskettes for the August 24 in-
troduction. This is a tremendous task

even for Microsoft. Bug reports must be
checked out from the 400,000 PC own-
ers who eagerly plunked down $32 to
become beta testers and the original
50,000 beta testers. Manuals must receive
the last minute changes and documenta-
tion must be printed in 12 languages,
dealers must be prepped, marketing cam-
paigns must be carefully timed, and
work must continue with other software
companies that will bring out products
that will work on Win95. Naobody has
attempted to do what Microsoft is now
tackling~—changing the habits of 85 mil-
lion PC users and a $130 billion dollar
industry with a new operating system.

Next month we'll take a closer look at
Windows 95, but here are some myths
and realities to Win95:

Myth #1: Win95 is an all-new,
all 32-bit operating system.

A lot of old Windows 3.1 and Win-
dows for Workgroups 3.11 code is in
Win95. The 32bit disk and file access
modules are good examples. If it ain't
broke, don't fix it, you might say. Not all
of Win95 is 32-bit code either. In order
to provide backward compatibility,
some old 16-bit code was left behind as
well as important modules such as

USER.EXE, which manages windows
and menus, and GDLEXE, the Graphi-
cal Device Interface that communicates
with your video card. Win95 runs mostly
in protected mode for most I/O opera-
tions, memory and process management
but boots up in real mode to load up old
device and network drivers that don't
have protected mode equivalents.

Myth #2: Windows 95
is vaporware.

Win95 has been the top product on
the vaporware list for more than two
years. It may not be commercially avail-
able right at this moment, but Microsoft
is holding fast to its August 24 deadline.

Myth #3: DOS is dead.

There are over 60 million copies of
DOS. MS-DOS is Microsoft's cash cow
selling over two million copies a month,
You can't expect Microsoft to just turn
its back on such a lucrative business area
and hand it over to IBM? [n Win95, the
old MS-DOS icon is right on the Start
menu. You can press F8 at boot time to
get your old DOS prompt. If you find an
application that refuses to run in Win9s,
you can even turn on the M5-DOS mode
that looks and feels like good old
MS-DOS,

Myth #4: Win95 users will be
productive within minutes.
Win95 is a completely new interface
and will take some training. Even Mi-
crosoft has a caution for new usets. They
found out that Windows 3.1 users took
about 20 minutes to get comfortable
with Win95, After 90 minutes of use,
users were usually twice as fast perform-
ing common tasks under Win95 com-
pared to the equivalent in Windows 3.1.
In most work organizations, there will
be a round of retraining for everyone.
Power users will lose some productivity
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in the first few weeks as they explore
every nook and cranny of the new inter-
face.

Mrh #5: Win95 will cost you
rtune in hardware.

This depends on how up-to-date your
hardware is. You should be okay if you
have a 486 or Pentium system. For years,
we heard that 8 MB of RAM is the mini-
mum amount to comfortably run Win-
dows. If you share data between applica-
tions with the help of OLE, you may
actually want more. Many users have 16
MB on their machines already. RAM
cost is around $150 for 4 MB. Win95
will also take up 40 MB of hard disk
space. Of course, future Win95 applica-
tions will be larger and demand good-
sized chunks of hard disk space. Hard
disk drives are running under 50 cents a
MB. I've even scen a 1.2 GB EIDE drive
for under $300 at Fry's! If you need a
new system, fully configured
multimedia-capable 486s start below
$1500, and Pentium 100 MHz multime-
dia systems go for about $2500.

Myth #6: | don't need to worry
about low and high memory.

Many device drivers and utilities are
being written as virtual device drivers.
They will reside above 1 MB, but you
can still load your old real mode device
drivers and TSRs in low memory. As a
result, you can still run out of fower
memory. Win95 will still have Mem-
Maker, and third-party memory manage-
ment will still be important.

Myth #7: Program Manager
and File Manager are dead.

Program Manager is indeed dead, re-
placed by a true desktop. The Windows
Explorer i1s a souped-up File Manager
allowing you to see all your drives as
icons ot a list within the same window a
la Macintosh.

Myth #8: Win95 is crash
proof.

Microsoft improved the resource lim-
its in Win95 as demonstrated in the
Win95 Preview. Two identical machines
were loaded with multiple Excel sessions
on each interface. Windows 3.1 crashed
at six sessions with only 6% resources

ncarta 95 was on my wish list

ever since | saw it demonstrated

at the first OCIPUG Kids’ Day,

so I selected for my granddaugh-
ters a multimedia kit which included a
copy of Encarta 95. The distributor who
sold the package also did the sound card
and CD-ROM drive installation. I
wasn't confident in my own ability, but
his also left something to be desired. He
tried more memory, which didn't help.
He concluded it would require at least a
486 unit, although the Encarta literature
said a 386 unit would work.

I was working on the faulty sound
clicking problem on the children's com-
puter when a review copy of Encarta 95
was offered in Readme Doc. Upon receipt
of the review package, I installed it on

my duplicate 386 DX2/40, having the
same CD-ROM drive and 8 MB of mem-
ory instead of 4 MB. The same problem
occurred, so I called Microsoft Technical
Support.

Telephone response, at no cost except
the phone company charge, came in less
than ten minutes. The technician was
familiar with the problem, but verified
with his supervisor that changing from
High DMA to Low DMA would solve
the problem. It worked on both comput-
ets, and this review has been based on

Encarta 95 lives up to my expecta-
ttons for the presentation of informa-
tion and pictures, but how-to guidance is
very sketchy in the 25-page CDssize in-
struction booklet provided in the store
bought package. The Reviewers Guide,
which came in the review package, tells
what to look for when reviewing an en-
cyclopedia product. However, it gives
few operating hints and reads much like
a sales document. Help screens are read-
ily available, but seem to rely on a level
of expertise this user has not yet reached.
As may be expected, experimentation
and willingness to make mistakes pro-
vided many answers.

Files appear to be both current and
historical, Indexes are structured in lev-
els with almost seamless interaction. The
level of coverage is broad with reason-

1,001 Komputer Answers

from Kim Komando

im Komando (no pseudonym!)
is well known to users of Amer-
ica Online as the host of the
Komputer Klinic forum {Leave
Questions, Get Answers). For this book,
she's included the questions most fre-
quently asked in this popular feature to-

gether with her answers.

We all recall the racy style /
that Steve Gibson has
when he on occasion
hosts a Random Ac-
cess at our General
Meeting; his com-
ments add spice

to his advice.
Kim's answers
are seldom dull
and never sar-
castic, although

she's adroit with \
one-liners. She seldom gets

directly to the point, but her \

preambles are entertaining and perti-
nent; they sugarcoat the often detailed
text. Her text itself embraces all aspects
of IBM PCs and clones, with less empha-
sis upon the Macs. Her answers are accu-
rate and timely. I found quite a few new
to me, all of which 1 could verify. Kim
includes answers as to what Windows 95
may bring.

point retrieval of information available
in the categories selected. An alphabet-
ized list develops for each additional let-
ter in a Find word within the extent of
the index. I did an in-depth review of
religions and found descriptions were
reasonably historical but classified for
common belief rather than technical ac-
curacy.

Encarta 95 definitely has more pic-
tures than a printed encyclopedia, and
multimedia encyclopedias are certainly
more fun to use, especially with a little
practice. The Auto mode of a given sub-
ject flips through pages, music and ani-
mation with a single click. &

well as the home enthusiast. PC Graph-
ics & Video Journal, December 1994, re-
ported using MediaStudio as part of the
software ensemble used to produce the
magazine. Advertising for the first ver-
sion of MediaStudio claimed it provided
all the multimedia tools you need in one box.
MediaStudio Pro 2.0 makes this claim
much more factual and less marketing
hype. This multimedia editing and pro-
duction suite ably handles video, audio,
images and morphing with many fea-
tures once only found in professional
software packages. The video editor pro-

Ulead's one-stop multimedia suite features 11 programs

vides a powerful tool for non-linear
video editing and production, making it
a serious development tool.

Its multimedia tutorials tour the full
package and provide step-by-step instruc-
tion for several functions within the Al-
bum, Image Editor, and Video Editor.
These interactive tutorials created with
Macromedia's Director provide a good
booster shot to get started. I was disap-
pointed there was no option to back up
to the previous slide. The 350-page man-
ual {not on the CD} leaves a lot to be
desired.

This suite packages Ulead's well re-
ceived ImagePals (media management,
image editing, screen capture, and com-
pression tools) with its weaker partner,
MorphStudio, and an imptessive array
of video production tools and digital
video/sound capture. The video suite
now sports many added special effects,
filters, transitions and improved audio
capabilities. Both the Video Editor and
the Image Editor support Kai's Power
Tools and other plug-in filters created

for Adobe PhotoShop.

Use the new Multimedia Converter to
create nearly any file format you'll need
from a comprehensive list of multime-
dia files, including video, audio, images,
image sequences, graphics, and anima-
tion. Its batch mode easily converts a
large number of files together.

Keep track of a multitude of image,
video and sound files within Album,
where you can catalog (up to 160 albums
with 65,535 thumbnails per album) and
browse files on your hard disk or CD.
Search for files by keywotd, subject or
description with Boolean and wildcard
capabilities. View selections within
thumbnails in the viewer, which plays
videos and animations. Scan any image
into the album from TWAIN devices.
Files saved in other programs can be
included in an album automatically. Al-
bum's toolbox for applications allows
you to drag an image and drop it onto
the program you want to work within.
You can add any program to the tool-
box. The new Control Center is designed
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to replace Program Manager, provid-
ing quick access to programs you can
group by function into tabbed win-
dows. While this tool looks impresstve,
with its limited options, I didn't find it
to be functional for my use.

Video capture grabs single frames and
complete video sequences up to 30
frames per second. Save in Microsoft
Video, Intel Indeo Video, Cinepac Video
or QuickTime Video. Microsoft Video
and QuickTime drivers are included.
Screen capture will capture from an ac-
tive window or client, full screen, menu
under cursor and others to a file, album,
workspace, clipboard, printer, Image Ed-
itor or any combination of these op-
tions. You can add borders and shadows,
crop, resize, change resolutions, and set
options for continuous and delayed cap-
ture.

Image Editor has many sophisticated
image enhancement capabilities such as
tone mapping and adjustment, bright-
ness and contrast, hue and saturation,
and invert optimize, and level adjust-
ment. The many special effects filters
range from mosaic and blur to edge find
and enhance. An NTSC filter is useful
for previewing and enhancing video. Use
an object pool to store images masks and
image creations for easy access. The tuto-
rial shows how to create composite pic-
tures from multiple images. It leads you
through capturing a face from one im-
age and an airplane from another. Past-
ing the face to the background places the
face behind the coliseum in the fore-
ground. The airplane is then pasted
above and in front of the coliseum.

A new library of special-effects and
100+ video transitions (including peels)
can be applied using F/X Studio. Video
Editor's vast resources include 101 video
and audio overlay tracks, antialiased ti-
tling (with shadowing and ocutlines), plus
2D and 3D animations paths to lines,
sphetes, and cylinders (with distortion,
rotation, perspective, and flying con-
trols). It can be used to create complex
videos with flying and spinning titles
and multiple moving video windows,
provided you have enough hard disk
space. Proxy mode operations ease the
handling of large frame video or image
files by reducing the media file. Group
clips into a library. Audio control has
been expanded with fade in and fade out
and quick access to the audio editor for

more detailed editing and effects. Out-
put to video through an NTSC video
board or a VGA to TV converter or ex-
port to image sequences for high quality
output to video tape.

I especially liked the multiple-track
time line with options to view a progres-
sion of static frames of the entire anima-
tion. To mmprove response time, these
views can be changed to either thumb-
nails or file name place holders. Select-
ing transitions is simplified by a window
which displays thumbnail animations of
the video transitions divided into cate-
gories by tabs.

My first attempts to preview the
videos I created within the video editor
were limited to two second video clip
play time before abruptly stopping to
report not enough disk space avatlable. |
found that [ needed to modify the
ULEAD.INI file to reset the CacheDirec-
tory to a location other than the default
Windows temporary directory. There are
options for three cumulative caches on
different drives and directories. I would
have preferred being offered options and
guidance to reset these parameters when

the error message appeared. Later, when
I became more adventuresome, I ran
into another space limitation. I didn't
have enough free space to preview a
rather complex assortment of video clips
and animated titles on a 3D path with
special effects and transitions. MediaStu-
dio kept me waiting for more than 10
minutes to process 28% of the 3-minute
video before it dumped everything with
a terse error message. I would have pre-
ferred to see an estimate of the hard disk
space needed to process the preview com-
pared to the space available and options
to add or change disks for storage or to
cancel the process before starting the pre-
view.

MediaStudioc has grown up quite
nicely with version 2.0. It is a well inte-
grated production studio for multimedia
development. It is easy on the pocket
book and provides a wealth of tools
which many of us may never outgrow. I
had so much fun using this program, [
almost forgot how valuable its tools can
be to create business and training presen-
tattons,
