President’s Message
A Look Back ¢ A Look Upstream

hile this will not be the last

thing you read from me in this

newsletter, this will be the last

time for the time being in which
I address you from this position.

One of the biggest kicks I've gotten
out of the job is the opportunity to write
about our volunteers' successes. As [ was
preparing for this message, I took stock.
I could fill this entire message with a list
of improvements and changes. However,
please indulge me and allow me to leave
you (hopefully} laughing. I'm going to
see if | can get in touch with the racon-
teur instde.

Recently, a member commented on
how much the group had changed, and
how too, these messages had changed.
This puzzled me a bit so [ went back and
re-read all my messages. She was correct;
it seemed to me that the messages have
slowly matured from the original light-
hearted nothing is impossible, take no pris-
oners diatribes into what can best be de-
scribed as qualified optimism.,

If ever there was a good excuse for a
changing of the guard this is it. But to
let you see that all the mischief has not
left the sails quite yet, I thought it would
be fitting to finish up with two shame-
less writer's ploys, the metaphor and the
citation. First the metaphor.

Consider the last few years, and imag-
ine for a moment that we are sitting on
the banks of a river watching a scene
being acted out. A large barge called the
OCIPUG is slowly going up river con-
taining several hundred people. Its occu-
pants are unaware of us watching from
the banks. They are very comfortable
being towed up the river.

They seem happy and are occasionally
visited by representatives from barge
manufacturers who have new paddles or
barge enhancements they would like the
occupants to consider. With each new
addition, the barge draws more water.
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Towing this barge are a few small,
inflatable boats. Some of these ride quite
high in the water and seem ready to
burst, owing to the volume of air con-
tained within. Many of these boats are
very well turned out, extravagant accou-
terments, shining and complete with
coxswains with megaphones. Some are
more modest and contain a single pad-
dler.

Most of those in the small boats, their

e

heads down, are leaning hard into their
work. Paddling in earnest and with fe-
rocity they attempt to keep the barge
moving up the river in spite of its ever-
increasing draught.

Apparently, each boat crew has pur-
pose in their efforts. However, we begin
noticing an interesting trend: although
the paddlers are all generally going up
river, there is a great variety in their di-
rections. Some are paddling towards the
shores at differing angles. In a couple of
disturbing cases, the paddlers are work-
ing feverishly at complete right angles to
each other and to the OCIPUG's up-river
progress.

Among the occupants of the barge,
there is one sporty looking fellow in a
felt cap. He is known as the Thurman. As

far back as anyone can remember, he has
been in the barge encouraging people to
walk the tight ropes to join the paddlers.
Occasionally someone takes heed; before
long they too find themselves with their
heads down paddling feverishly.

On the back side of the barge, the
Thurman has been focused on mist down
river for some time. He quietly calls a
few of the tightrope walkers together;
they listen intently.

Like most rivers, this one has highs
and lows. The 7hurman suddenly realizes
through the mist that he has been ob-
serving the specter of Metzler Falls, at the
bottom of which exists Apathy Canyon
and some very sharp rocks aptly dubbed
Accountabiliey's Dereliciion.

To the Thurman and his trapezeists'
great dismay, the overladen barge is get-
ting closer to the mist and the paddlers
all have their heads down!

He convinces one of the paddlers to
look up and return to the barge for a
consultation. A plan is hatched. A single
large wooden tow boat must be built at
once. All the current paddlers will have
to join one another in the large boat,
and all the coxswains will have to harken
to a single purpose.

In addition, more barge occupants
have to be informed of the impending
disaster and conscripted to join the ef
fort. Some of the paddles will have to be
redistributed, enhancements will have to
be tossed to lighten the load, and, above
all, everyone will have to keep their
heads up.

The Thurman's envoy returns to the
group of paddlers and, after getting their
attention, immediately shares the plan
with them. The reactions are mixed and
enthusiastic. Some of the paddlers im-
mediately jump from their boats and
swim for shore, their boats dragging be-

hind the barge. Making it to the shore
they yell back to the ones behind to quit
paddling and join them. Some drown on
the way and are swept over the falls.

Others ask why they should take their
paddles which they are used to and bring
them into the wooden boat where they
may interfere with one another and the
boat. "It will cost too much!” cries one.
"We've always done it this way," comes
another fearful cry.

During all of this shouting, people
who had been snoozing comfortably in
the barge are jarred awake. Rubbing their
cyes they look over the front of the boat
and witness the arguing and the soggy
ones yelling from the shore. Some go
back to sleep. Others listen, and, with
some gentle boosting, the Thurman sends
them forward on the tight ropes. Behind
them, the ever-increasing rumble of the
falls seems to compel them forward.

A scout is sent out to find a good,
sturdy and economical design for the
boat. Video tape is made of several de-
signs, and many of the paddlers find
things happening too fast. However,

soon everyone is aware of the noise be-
hind them. Many more than ever before,
hearing the falls and seeing the wooden
boat take shape, ask to have modifica-
tions made to allow them to comfort-
ably paddle together. As if by magic, a
design appears; it is called the Brookkol-
low. Seeing that more and more people
are getting involved, a few fine boat
builders come forward from the barge,
and an elegant and accommodating con-
struction is accomplished. Previously
sleeping barge occupants venture for-
ward to take a seat at a paddle.

Soon the newly streamlined OCIPUG
and elegant tow boat are making deliber-
ate progress upstream, attracting the ad-
miration and support of many of the
barge manufacturers, well out of reach
of the falls and soggy ones whose fires
on the shore soon become nothing more
than faint wisps of smoke on the event
horizon.

Their shoulders sore from the pulling,
the envoy and the boat builders look up
from their tasks and find themselves sur-
rounded. Looking behind them they see

a fresh group of paddlers earnestly ap-
proaching from the barge. Upstream in
the distance, the envoy has seen the river
seemingly fall away from sight. He has
heard that this is an illusion created by
the Pancratiast Rapids.

September Report

NexGen, AutoCAD, and the Annual OCIPUG Auction

acked by Gibson Research’s
Steve Gibson and author John

Michael Springer led a Random
Access session from 8:30 to 9:19 a.m. on
September 23, 1995, before the 128th
General Meeting. For _
three minutes, President JEEE
Bob Basaraba then de-
scribed OCIPUG's pres-
ence at a 50-member con-
ference of top USA wuser §
groups at Microsoft. '
From 9:23 to 10:09 a.m,
Lee Little (Western Sales
Manager of NexGen, Inc.)
told members about Nex-
Gen and its new products. With 150-160
employees, NexGen is the new kid on
the block with its Nx586 processor fam-
ily, fully binary software compatible
with all 80X86 applications. The Nx586
incorporates patented RISC86 micro ar-
chitecture, double-size L1 cache (32K), a
private L2 cache bus, two-level branch
prediction, and 64-bit buses. Since 98%
of present software does not require a
floating point coprocessor, the Nx586
FPU is a fully compatible option, in-
creasing cost by about 5%. Because of a
chip size less than that of Intel's Pentium,
die count from a given silicon slice can
be greater for the Nx586 and compara-
ble chip price can be as much as 25%
less. When specified, the optional FPU is
integrated on the mounting platform.
Like the Pentium, the Nx586 requires
a chip fan for all except the lightest duty.
The Nx586 can not be socketed on a
Pentinm motherboard; a unique board is
required. Among other things, a 4.0
VDC regulator is required for the chip,
instead of the 3.3 VDC regulator used by
the Pentium. The Nx586 is available in
P75, P80, P90, and P100 grades (these
correspond to increasing speed of opera-
tion), each testing better than Intel's

- NxVLw
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equivalent chip by Landmark v2.0 and
Byte v2.4 benchmarks,

These
requirements far exceed those imposed
for earlier releases, but what can be done
with Release 13 is far ahead.

receptive, routine business documents
by automating the customization pro-
cess. For example, a business owner who
frequently produces detailed job propos-
als can use HotDocs to transform a boil-
erplate proposal into a template. To cre-
ate a proposal, the user identifies text
that would change with each proposal
and inserts a variable. In use, the intelli-
gent template displays dialog boxes that
ask for necessary information, such as
the name of a potential client and the
specific type of work proposed. The user
stmply answers the questions, and Hot-
Docs automatically inserts natmes, pro-
nouns, computed values, optional para-
graphs, and other variable data as de-
fined by the user. The finished proposal
is thus produced in a fraction of the
time traditionally required to produce a
similar document.

HotDocs runs within - Microsoft
Word, Microsoft Write, Novell Word-
Perfect, and Lotus Ami Pro. It maintains
features specific to each word processor
such as a familiar user interface, dialog
boxes, icon bars, spell checking, file
management, and formatting,.

Ergonomics and Computer Vision.
Users who continually view video dis-
plays commonly complain of back or
neck pain, fatigue and eye strain. Many
of these problems can be minimized by
controlling video display terminal
(VDT) user work habits and the VDT
environment. In particular, glare, one of
the leading causes of eyestrain, can be
minimized by rearranging the room en-
vironment and using an optical-quality
antiglare filter over the display or
monitor.

Optical Coating Laboratories pro-
duces optical quality anti-glare filters for
VDTs, a practical, effective method of
minimizing glare without compromis-
ing needed room illumination. Al-
though these devices typically eliminate
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from 60% to 90% of screen glare, there
are stgnificant differences between avail-
able anti-glare filters. They all claim to
reduce glare, but some filters only
change the glare from one form to an-
other, while other filters reduce glare by
restricting the viewing angle of the
screen or distorting the screen image.

For example, mesh filters use a fine
mesh or screen to limit the amount of
light which reflects from the face of the
display screen. These filters restrict the
viewing angle of the display and can ad-
versely affect image clarity by producing
fuzzy images and patterns on the display
called Moiré patterns.

Diffusing filters, on the other hand,
use a chemically etched glass surface to
scatter the reflected energy. This tech-
nique reduces the specular, or Image-
forming glare, but sharpness of the
screen images is degraded. In addition to
producing fuzzy images, these filters ac-
tually cause an increase in scattered
(diffuse} glare,

The best anti-glare filters, such as
Optical Coating Laboratories’ Glare/
Guard, use a multilayer, anti-reflection
coating on the front surface of a smooth
tempered glass plate. Unlike some other
anti-glare filters, the smooth glass filter
does not cause distortion or blurring of
the screen image, and it works well over
a very wide viewing angle.

Interface with Vendor

speaker we state: “We have the capacity
for standard VGA (640x480x256 colors)
projection from a standard port on the
back of your notebook computer or our
club computer. If you need to load soft-
ware on our computer, please let our
audio-visual technicians know in ad-
vance.” Even with this admonition, and
phone calls to the vendors explaining
this problem, we had difficulties last
month with one of the vendor’s note-
books,

problem more in the future because of
the new computer equipment available.

We will attempt to solve this problem in
the future with the promised help of our
Hardware SIG leader, Bob Basaraba.

“Back to School Summit”

ver the last two years, I have
been fortunate to have been able
to attend three user group offi-
cers' special meetings or retreats.
Borland graciously hosted selected
APCUG user group officers twice at the
Chaminade in Santa Cruz. As it hap-
pened, in the hurly burly of getting the
work out, I just couldn't find the time to
write about the two Borland meetings,
but I had the time to talk to everyone
who was interested about Borland's reor-
ganization and new products.

At this point, I do have some time to
discuss my latest junket on behalf of
OCIPUG. Earlier this year, Alan Licb-
schutz and I were invited to participate
in a focus group held by an independent
research firm for Microsoft here in Or-
ange County. Selected user group people
were led into a room, and a researcher
conducted a discussion about how Mi-
crosoft could better address user group
needs. One focus group was conducted
in the west and one back east. These
meetings were significant for two rea-
sons.

First, because of the relatively exclu-
sive nature of the meetings, we might
observe that OCIPUG's presence there
meant that our opinions and interac-
tions are important to Microsoft. Sec-
ond, during the meetings we fielded
questions about how Microsoft could
better serve the needs of our members
and how we might better develop com-
munication of additional requirements
to the Mindshare group.

Everyone seemed to like the sugges-
tion that Microsoft send us a subscrip-
tion copy of the TechNet CD-ROM, the
online database that Microsoft tech sup-
port uses to answer your long distance
tech support calls. A single yearly sub-
scription is about $300. I suppose we
probably didn't think about what we
would do with the thing once we got it,

but most of the people there were quite
adamant about needing it to help act as
the first line of tech support that our
members had come to expect of their
groups. Microsoft listened and mailed
each of the user group presidents a Tech-
Net CD in its next Mindshare mailing.
We also asked for and reccived several
good video tapes about various products
from the Microsoft training division.
Several of your SIG leaders have had the
tapes and are using them or intending to
use them at the SIG space.

In the middle of September, Mind-
share invited officers (mostly presidents)
from a few select user groups around the
United States to attend its Back to School
summit in Redmond, Washington.
OCIPUG was included in this invita-
tion, so off I went to Washington.

This was my first visit to the Mi-
crosoft campus, It's big, shiny and new.
But I was more interested and impressed
with the apparent enthusiasm that the
people I saw and met exhibited about
their work. As you all probably know by
now . . . I look real close. One particular
occasion stuck in my mind. We were
invited to have lunch in the main cafete-
ria, a big, welllit building with lots of
glass and open space. I deliberately sat by
myself to avoid being distracted by the

usual user group chatter. I listened and
watched. I didn't see any signs of brood-
ing or disgruntled employees; everyone
appeared pleasant and thoughtful. [
eavesdropped on an enthusiastic and
friendly argument between two guys
with pony tails, an interesting and theo-
retical discussion about a Microsoft
product. Everyone seemed to be en-
grossed in thought or enjoying the beau-
tiful weather.

I paused later to consider what special
combination of things must come to-
gether in the right amounts at the right
times to account for the scene I wit-
nessed. Whatever happens in the ivory
hails at Microsoft, it's hard to ignore this
apparently pleasant work-a-day senti-
ment in the trenches. Fascinating.

We spent four days there, signed an
NDA about some things which I can't
talk about (but we're working on getting
them to our General Meetings as soon as
they are released), and were treated to
lots of product demonstrations and
give-aways which we now have in the
club's inventory (see the board meeting
minutes),

We were treated to some fascinating
presentations and discussions with the
product managers for most if not all of
Microsoft's strategic personal, corporate
and Internet products. We had a beauti-
ful dinner and boat cruise on Lake
Washington, floated by Bili's new house
(if you could call it that), and Denise and
I got to make some really weird looking
candles at a place called Entros.

Brad Silverberg dropped by and told
us how surprised Microsoft was at the
response to Win93. Interesting. I particu-
larly liked a demonstration of the new
MS Publisher CD-Deluxe (which we now
have for Readme Doc) and—of all things
you would not expect me to

his PC Ain't Fast Enough
Recently, a client asked me to
set up her new PC. Her cousin,
who works at Packard Bell, got
her a starter 486DX2/66 with 8 MB of
RAM and a 140 MB hard disk, monitor
and a Panasonic printer for only $600,
which fits her limited budget. I set her
up with Easy Menu and loaded her ap-
plications. The 140 MB hard disk filled
up in a hurry! I used Stacker to increase
her hard disk space. Though this is my
client's first computer: her first com-
ment was that the hard disk is slow. She
commented that Windows takes a long
time to start printing anything. Well,
that is no surprise, but she did make
some astute observations about her PC.
She asked if her PC is the latest and
greatest and fastest. She asked why her
cousin got her a slow computer if there
are faster PCs out in the market. I ex-
plained to her that $600 is not a lot of
money to spend on a PC, but she can
upgrade her PC anytime when her bud-
get improves,

Meanwhile, a certain government or-
ganization still uses ancient IBM 1920¢
machines. These computers are over 25
years old and use vacuum tubes and
punch cards. The agency is the Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA), which
is in charge of our friendly skies. Ironi-
cally, The New York Times reported this
travesty on August 20, the same week
that Windows 95 debuted. Twice this
year the Los Angeles Times reported that
the FAA at LAX had to resort to a
backup system because the creaky IBM
machines went down. In an age when the
average PC 1s more powetful than the

IBM 1920, it's time that the FAA up- -

grade its machines. Qur lives are in the
balance whether we actually fly or not.
Fortunately, the FAA has recently re-
vealed that it is planning an upgrade,
but it's slated for 1999. Another presti-

glous organization that uses antique
computers is NASA, How many of us
remember that the Challenger explosion
investigation focused on ancient IBM
machines and their magnetic core mem-
ories that preserved data even under
deep ocean water? That's a feat none of
our modern memory chips can dupli-
cate. As we salivate over Pentiums and
Pés, we must realize that perhaps NASA
and the FAA know something we don't.

Speaking of the P6, Intel has chris-
tened the P6 processor the Pentium Pro.

This is most appropriate since Intel has
problems producing the Pentium Pro
PCiSet, delaying its introduction until
early 1996. Byte, PC Computing and PC
Magazine have all reported that the 150
MHz Pentium Pro is slower than the 100
MHz Pentium when running 16-bit ap-
plications. When Intel started the Pen-
tium Pro design about five years ago,
Intel expected the market to be running
mostly 32-bit applications. The Pentium
Pro is optimized for 32-bit applications.
The Pentium Pro runs 32-bit applica-
tions up to 40 percent faster than a Pen-
tium running at the same clock speed.
Even this is disappointing for a next
generation CPU to run only 40 percent

faster than its predecessor. Intel's rivals,
AMD and Cyrix, are positioning their
586 chips as Pentium Pro alternatives. If
AMD and Cyrix can deliver better 16-bit
performance and comparable 32-bit per-
formance to the first Pentium Pros, they
can take some market share away from
Intel. Meanwhile, Intel is now pushing
the P55C with enhanced video and au-
dio support, a larger cache, and clock
rates starting at 150 MHz as the new
high end for PCs and reserving the Pen-
tium Pro for workstations.

IBM's PowerPC 604 processor is also
slower than expected. The highly touted
RISC architecture does not seem to com-
pete well against the supposedly stower
CISC-based X86 designs. IBM had previ-
ously pegged the 133 MHz 604 at 200
SPECint92 integer and SPECfp92 float-
ing point performance marks, The 120
MHz 604 should clock at 180 for
SPECint92 and SPECfp92. Instead, the
120 MHz 604 has a SPECint92 rating of
157.9 and 139.2 for SPECfp92 rating.
The 133 MHz 604 clocks at 176.4 for the
SPECint92 and 156.5 for SPECfp92.
This 1s around 10-15 percent slower than
advertised, Apple has also found that its
first batch of 604s is slower than ex-
pected but has worked on software solu-
tions to speed up 604 performance. Still,
Apple is hurt financially since the 620
and now the 604 are slower than ex-
pected and deliveries are late. Apple ex-
pected to convert many PC users to the
enhanced performance of the PowerPC,
but who wants to chuck all their PC
software just to realize a 10-15 percent
performance gain?

Some Windows 95 Bugs
Microsoft acknowledged several bugs
since Windows 95 came out. Last month,
I reported that Microsoft claimed a virus
on some hard drives can erase the second
disk of Windows 95's 13-disk installation
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set. Microsoft says that users can prevent
this by using current anti-virus software
to clean up their hard disks before in-
stalling Windows 95 and using the write
protect tab on Disk 2. Microsoft also
acknowledged a macro virus that can
infect files in Microsoft Word 95,
PCWeek reports that Windows 95 has a
design flaw in its File and Print Services
for NetWare. One of Windows 95's fea-
tures is its ability to act like a NetWare
server. If a user makes his Windows 95
server visible to NetWare clients and
names his node after an existing Net-
Ware server, he can block other users on
that network from connecting to that
server. If that server is also set up as a
preferred server, Windows 95 can block
all network users from logging onto that
network,

Signing Off

Recently, I needed to print a detailed
balance statement for my accountant.
The report was 26 pages long in 8-point
type. Thad an hour before T had to leave,
so I fired up my old 24-pin dot matrix
printer. It took 20 minutes before
QuickBooks was ready to start printing,
After an hour, I had only nine pages
printed {nine pages in 40 minutes), so I
had to do without the report. [ broke
down and bought a laser printer, the
Brother HL-630. It prints at six pages per
minute at 300 DPI. Brother is not your
usual printer supplier, but it was highly
recommended by two of my friends. I
found it at Staples for just $370, but I
also bought an extra print cable, a case
of Hammermill Bright White paper and
a bunch of laser printer labels for less
than $500 including tax.

The Brother HL-630 uses separate
toner and drum units, saving you
money. It also has a 200 sheet paper tray
that feeds from the top, a single sheet
feeder that accepts anything from 3x5
cards to legal size paper and Brother's
famous straight paper path for fewer pa-
per jams. The printer setup software in-
stalls easily into Windows and DOS and
comes with 45 fonts. The Brother
HL-630 comes with 512K RAM with En-
hanced Memory Management that acts
like there is 1 MB of RAM. I plan to
expand memory for better response
times. I printed a number of files and a
few letters, a huge number of envelopes
and labels, and several Print Shop

Deluxe cards. The Brother HL-630 han-
dled them all like a champ. As for my
report, I did a test print with the same

balance statement. Actual print time was
less than 6 and % minutes, and the print
quality is exceptional. H

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Recovering Windows 95

1N Style

or some, this may not be a very
interesting subject, but if you
value your setup and data, read
on. This article identifies the
tools included in Windows 95 or avail-
able elsewhere as freeware that can be
used to develop a coherent recovery pro-
cedure, starting at the beginning of the
recovery process. (No, this is not a 12-
step program :-) )

Startup Disk

When Windows 95 is installed, the
installation process prompts you to
make a Startup Disk, so unless you passed
on that option, you should already have
one. If you do not:

®  Open Control Panel.

® Doubleclick on Add/Remove

Programs.

®  Click on the Startup Disk tab.

®  (Click Create Disk.

The contents of the Startup Disk are:

COMMAND.COM 10.5YS
DRVSPACE.BIN EDISK.EXE
FORMAT.COM SYS.COM
REGEDIT.EXE ATTRIB.EXE
SCANDISK.EXE EDIT.COM
SCANDISK.INI DEBUG.EXE
UNINSTAL.EXE EBD.SYS
CHKDSK.EXE MSDOS.SYS

The Startup Disk works very much
tike a boot disk for DOS and, just like a
DOS boot disk, needs to be updated pe-
riodically. A good time to update the
Startup Disk is after you install new
hardware and/or software. After you cre-
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ate the Startup Disk, test it by actually
booting from it. Of the tools described in
this document, this is perhaps the one
that comes closest to being
indispensable.

The Registry

Each time Windows 95 starts success-
fully, the operating system backs up the
Registry. The current SYSTEM.DAT and
USER.DAT files are copied to SYS-
TEM.DA and USER.DA files that are
stored in the Windows 95 directory and
marked with hidden, system, and read
only attributes. If the system detects a
problem with the Registry on startup,
the following message 1s displayed in a
dialog box:

Windows encountered an error access-
ing the system Registry. You should re-
store the Registry now and restart your
computer. If you ignore this error and
shut down your system, you may lose
data,

At the bottom of the dialog box, there
is a bar labeled Restore from Backup and
Restart. When you press the bar, the .DA
files are used by the system to recover the
last working Registry files. (Two thumbs
up to Microsoft for this feature.)

Registry Editor _

You can use the Registry Editor (from
the Startup Disk or the Win95 com-
mand prompt) to export and/or import
a specific branch or the entire Registry.
The following output was produced by
booting from the Startup Disk and typ-
ing the command REGEDIT without
any parameters (see box below):

If all that command line stuff seems a
bit confusing, well . . . read on.

You can also use the Registry Editor
(complete with graphical interface) from
Windows 95. By default, there is no
shortcut to REGEDIT.EXE (which is lo-
cated in the Windows 95 directory), but
you can create one, placing i in the folder
of your choice:

* Right click on your selected folder
in Explorer.

* New - Shortcut.

* Browse your Windows 95 directory.

* Highlight REGEDIT.EXE - Open -
