Microtek Scanner—What is a scanner? A
scanner is a computer input peripheral
that digitizes an image into data which
your computer can use to display, edit,
store, and output. The image may be a
photograph, page of text, drawing or il-
lustration, or virtually any medium you
can place in or on a scanner. In practice,
this means that you can incorporate any
art into your documents, add photos to

your newsletters, integrate slides into
your multimedia presentations, or even
scan a newspaper article right into your
word processor without tedious
retyping.

How do scanners work? Scanners cap-
ture images by reflecting off an opaque
original or shining light through a trans-
parent otiginal into an array or strip of
photosensitive cells called a charge-
coupled device.

November Report

Optical Coating Labs, CapSoft Development and the OCIPUG Homepage

t 8:30 a.m. prior to the general

meeting on November 18, 1995,

Guru Michael Springer again

stood up to lead a spirited Ran-
dom Access. Ways to back up a hard
drive came up for much discussion, as
well as the best way to handle those re-
ally large hard drives (go for SCSI rather
than IDE with OnTrack Disk Manager;
it's worth the few bucks it'll take to add
an Adaptec card). President Bob
Basaraba took over at 9:01 a.m. to com-
ment at some length on what happened
at COMDEX.

Bob was followed by Ms. Patricia
Beck, Southwest Regional Sales Manager
of Optical Coating Labs in Santa Rosa.
Ms. Beck described the symptoms of
computer vision syndrome, caused or aggra-
vated by regular use of a computer a few
hours a day under non-ideal conditions.
They include vision problems as well as
neck and back strain.

To avoid CVS: 1) keep the monitor
screen 5-6 inches below eye level; 2) sit
with the screen 16-30 inches from your
eyes; 3) hold well-lighted source docu-
ments close to the screen, about the
same distance from your eyes; 4) have
brightness and contrast such that letters
ot images are sharply defined; and 5)
choose a chair that enables you to sit
comfortably without stress for an hour
at a time. Set light sources at right angles
to the screen, and avoid having the mon-
itor in front of a window or reflective
surface. Schedule short breaks away
from the computer after no more than
50-60 minutes of viewing the screen.

To reduce specular glare, Ms. Beck

feels that nylon mesh blurs sharply de-
fined graphics, and that external screen
coatings don't stand up well to cleaning.
She admits the utility of Polaroid screens
but prefers her optically-coated glass ex-
ternal Glare/Guard filter. Varieties of this
filter reduce the static field so apparent
at the CRT screen, while others reduce
the magnetic field radiated from a moni-
tor. Ms. Beck used some interesting
testers to demonstrate effectiveness of
these spectal filters.

At 9:44 am., SIG Chairman Preston
Hill's introductory remarks were fol-
lowed by the usual reports from SIG and
committee leaders; after remarks by Pro-
gram Chairman Alan Liebschutz, there
was a short break.

Rich Griffin from CapSoft Develop-
ment in Utah next demonstrated Hot-
Docs, a program to create templates of
documents from standard word proces-
sors. He also showed a quick view of
HotForms, a similar program for use
with databases. He offered HotDocs,
normally selling for $70 on the street, to
members for $30.

While we waited for Visual Software
(scheduled to show a virtual reality pro-
gram), there was a drawing for six Cap-
Soft programs. Winners are listed in the
sidebar. Visual Software did not show.

As a farewell to his presidency, Bob
used IBM's OS/2 Warp Connect to view
OCIPUG's homepage and to emphasize
what has been accomplished during his
stay in office. He pledged his help to
incoming president Ed Lee and painted
a dazzling picture of what lies ahead for
OCIPUG with continued member par-
ticipation.

In 2 final drawing, a copy of OS/2
Warp was awarded, together with six
HotDocs caps. Optical Coating Labs left
us a dozen or so chamois wipes to add
to the giveaways. OCIPUG thanks those

ooray for Digital Art
As I was spending my honey-
moon in Hawaii, there was
many a moment when I thought
that the beautiful Hawaiian scenery
should be preserved in digital form. I
believe that a special Corel Gallery
CD-ROM on Hawatian scenery and ar-
chitecture would be a hot seller! Today,
digital reproduction is just leaving its
infancy. One of the hottest items for PC
enthusiasts is Play Incorporated's $200
Snappy Video Grabber. The Snappy can
grab a video frame from your TV and
transform it into an image with a maxi-
mum pixel resolution of 1500 x 1125
and 16.8 million colors. Other devices
such as MRT's Image Wizard allow the
PC user to grab a 512 x 512 x 24-bit color
image straight from a camcorder. The
most expensive method to get a digital
image into a computer is with a digital
camera. Typical color digital cameras
can achieve 640 x 480 pixel images at a
cost around $1000.

Unfortunately, digital images are lim-
ited to the resolution of your monitor.
A typical 17-inch monitor for home use
has a maximum resolution of 1024 x 768
or perhaps 1280 x 1024. This is equiva-
lent to a maximum resolution of 75-100
dots per inch (dpi). The limitation is due
to the smallest dot size (i.e., typically
0.25 mm) that your CRT is capable of
reproducing. If you want a hard copy of
that image, the best black and white laser
printers can reproduce up to 1,200 dpi
and color printers at 720 dpi. A high
quality four-color offset picture in a
magazine can give us 1,200 dpi, while the
finest-grained film may be capable of up
to 10,000 dpi.

Can you actually reproduce great
works of art using only 75 dpi resolu-
tion? Bill Machrone in the August 1995
issue of PC Magazine says no. Machrone
says that "digital representations of

paintings and photographs are an insult
to the artist, to the work, and to our eyes,
the most exquisite of our senses." In par-
ticular, Machrone is disturbed that the
works of Ansel Adams have been turned
into digital art. Where are the long tonal
shades of gray that were present in the
original black and white images?
Machrone also asks how we can trans-
form a ballet as beautiful as Swan Lake
into an empty multimedia exper-
ence—with smudges of gray for the
dancers' eyes, herky-jerky video motion
and the mesmeric interplay of the oboe
and strings played over little cheesy plas-
tic speakers.

While Bill Machrone makes a valid
point about the state-of-the-art in digital
reproduction, we should stand back and
look at the big picture. Yes, digital art 1s
a poor cousin to the original art, but
how many of us can afford a real tour of
the Louvre or the Uffizi as compared to
buying a $50 CD-ROM? How many of
us will actually study an expensive coffee
table book instead of just skimming
through the pages? A CD-ROM can
blend digital and audio in such a way

that the user can acquire a cultural expe-
rience even better than taking a museum
tour. Bill Gates understands the future
of digital art. He is spending a consider-
able amount of money (for you and me)
and effort to acquire the digital repro-
duction rights to many of the world's
greatest art masterpieces. He has already
acquired the rights to the treasures of the
Louvre. Just think, Bill Gates will eventu-
ally get even richer, if that is possible,
peddling digital culture to us poor ordi-
nary masses and raising our cultural
awareness at $50 a pop!

Bill Machrone asks if the reader has
ever seen an Ansel Adams photograph. 1
have, and I must admit that it is inde-
scribably beautiful. But wait—this is a
black and white photograph! Ansei
Adams used the best media at his dis-
posal and devoted a great deal of time
composing the picture to get the work of
art that we see today. What happened to
the infinite number of colors that Mr.
Adams failed to capture? As Kodak
would say, another photo opportunity
lost forever! It's true that Mr. Adams’
photo is far richer than any digital image
on a monitor, but I would argue that the
digital image is closer to the photo than
the photo is to the actual scene. I think
that Mr. Adams would be thrilled over
the artistic potential of this new media.
With the wealth of image rendering tools
and continual improvement in the digi
talization process, the media is wide
open for the next Ansel Adams!

Bill Machrone does make me realize
what a cultural Philistine I have been
How could I possibly derive pleasurc
from the poor reproductions of the
world's greatest art. [ will have to trast
all the CD-ROMs containing this offen
sive material. I will also have to purg
my hard drives of all senseless .GIF im

Ithough many of the garage-

built clones don't meet FCC

Section 15 requirements, these

requirements are realistic; they
address the effect upon nearby televi-
sions, radios, and telephones of electro-
magnetic radiation related to the com-
puter clock frequencies. Name brand
computers whose makers seck the
mandatory Section 15 approval pay de-
tailed attention to avoiding unbaffled
openings and slots in the outer com-
puter case that can literally leak this radi-
ation. FCC Section 15 regulations and
stmilar European Community laws ap-
ply to monitors also; in fact, type ap-
proval is based upon computer, moni-
tor, and keyboard tested as an operative
system.

With monitors, the manufacturer
quite often sprays the inside of the plas-
tic cabinet with a heavy layer of conduc-
tive graphite or a cohesive coating of
metallic film, geperally nickel-bearing
because of its magnetic properties. He
seeks primarily to avoid transmission of
radiation at the horizontal sweep fre-
quency of approximately 15 kilohertz,
with many harmonics that result from
the non-sinu soidal waveform.

This treatment has no perceptible ef-
fect upon electromagnetic radiation as-
soctated with the 60-hertz vertical sweep,
or with 60-hertz from a 120-volt AC
line-operated power supply. In adjusting
the pin magnets that make your video
raster straight-edged and your image
(text or graphic) without distortion,
non-linearities of the magnetic coils are
corrected for, but their associated mag-
netic fields are not restrained. Trapping
these fields is technically difficult, expen-
sive, and results in much additional
weight. Up to fairly recently, the moni-
tor manufacturer has ignored the pres-
ence of this low-frequency radiation; af-
ter all, the major physical effect is upon

another monitor closely adjacent (in the
design of the monitor, the location and
attitude of the power transformer is crit-
ical, to avoid self-inflicted raster distor-
tion similar to that seen on the screens
of the two monitors close together).
Sweden has established ELF/VLF lim-
its that must not be exceeded for ap-
proval of a monitor. ELF stands for ex
tremely low frequency; VLF stands for very
low frequency. There is little reason tech-
nically for a home computer monitor to
meet these requirements; they are based
upon an unproved longterm effect
upon human health. Scientific societies
such as the American Physical Society
reject such conclusions as invalid. In

manuals for various Macintosh prod-
ucts, Apple Computer reflects such
attitudes.

Why then such products as were
demonstrated at this general meeting?
The Swedish standards exist and are
legally accepted, if not based upon con-
vincing physiological evidence. A prob-
lem exists, and the demonstrations today
indicate the manufacturer has originated
equipment that seems to lessen the prob-
lem (meeting Swedish standards). Re-
membet, fellow members, not to associ-
ate this problem with a possible impact
upon your health! Solving it could im-
pact your wallet contents quite a bit.

us who have a large number of

fonts. Without such utilities,
managing fonts with Windows Control
Panel is quite tedious. If you use AT
{(Adobe Type Manager), its method of
control is no better. In my opinion, the
requirements for font management soft-
ware fall into the following categories: 1)
a setup for creating font groups; 2) the
ability to quickly install and uninstall
fonts; 3) a window for browsing the list
of currently-installed fonts, with a dis-
play of the typeface against its name; 4)
the ability to determine the location and
file name of the font; and 5) a prnt

window for creating custom catalogs.
FontHandler 1.0 had all of these basic
functions. Version 2.0 not only adds
more speed, but also more options for
control and power to all areas of the
program. However, any manual inter-
vention to install fonts or create font
groups is still tedious if you are con-
stantly adding new fonts, or adding to or
changing font groups. That's where, as
an option with version 2.0, QualiType's
new and quite revolutionary technol-
ogy--Font Sentry—comes in!

Font Sentry is a deep hook into the
Windows GDI (Graphics Device Inter-
face).

Technically, it is reported to be
compatible with any font-using
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dows application that posts correct Win-
dows API function calls to the API's Cre
ateFontIndirect, CreateFont, and/or Enum-
FontFamilies. This is where Font Sentry
can indicate the level of Windows com-
patibility regarding the processing of
fonts. You may or may not be surprised
to know that programs like CorelDraw
and Pagemaker do not always work cor-
rectly as short list! T understand however,
that they can work with the long Zst
mode. Therefore, even if certain applica-
tions are doing their own thing with
fonts, Sentry can be set up, according to
the level of compatibility, by assigning
one of the aforementioned categories.

The Font Sentry Database

Font Sentry can also be set up to scan
chosen directories. The resultant data-
base of font entries is a list of fonts that
can be placed into a cache. Thus, an
application can see the font name in the
list without the font actually being in-
stalled. The cache is thus f&d to the pro-
gram {making its font list longer), so in
effect you appear to get something for
nothing! For example, an application
with 400 fonts fed to it does not consume
anywhere near the amount of system re-
sources that the actual installed fonts
would take.

Other FontHandler Features
The main Window allows access to
several other modules, including Font

Sentry, Font Setup, Printer Setup, a key-
board remapping program and a font
printing module to create a catalog of
your type library. In addition, the main
Window offers many features, including
the following:

*+ FontHandler can show or hide
TrueType, Type 1 and/or printer fonts.
This is great for me because I do not
wish to ever use printer fonts.

¢ The user can control the sample
text and size for the sample screen dis-
play.

¢ Friendly balloon help is available
in any FontHandler module for all Win-
dow controls.

¢ Font metrics can be viewed, cre-
ated and edited. Font metrics normally
cover character widths and kerning in-
formation. Editing also includes renam-
ing a font and adding a comment.

Added Utilities

The full FontHandler 2.0 package also
includes three additional utilities: a font
clean-up tool to ensure that the configu-
ration files are clean and to greatly assist
in tracking down font related system
crashes; a font mover to better manage
and maintain fonts within a meaningful
drive and directory-based system; and a
converter for users of version 1.0 to im-
port font groups into the new program
structure. The QTConverter can also im-
port FontMinder fomt packs to
FontHandler groups.
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Conclusion

As a beta tester, I have to say that this
was one of the most exciting programs I
have tested. The test period was rather
long, reflecting an almost perfectionist
approach by QualiType. There are also
many other minor features and options
with this new version that are beyond
the scope of the article. FontHandler 2.0
and Font Sentry can be ordered directly
by calling 1-800-950-2921.

Team SAT

eam SAT is a CD-ROM-based

test preparation program for the

new SAT I (Scholastic Assess-

ment Test). I asked to review this
software for daughter #1 who is hope-
fully UCLA-bound in the fall. I had
hoped that this program would help pre-
pare her for the SAT and possibly im-
prove her score. As I will explain in this
review, my aim was good, her aim was
not, and our computer never adequately
launched the program. I felt as though I
was back in archery class, and I had ex-
pectantly let the arrow fly only to have it
land only a few feet in front of me.

William Tell I'm not!
Installation, doecumentation

and credentials
The installation was simple and the
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instructions adequate. There is virtually
no written documentation. Instead, the
program begins with a complete How fo
Use Team SAT section that introduces the
material covered in the CD and explains
how best to use the information. Team
SAT is well-organized, easy to follow,
and full of valuable strategies and tech-
niques for taking the SAT. The authors,
Peter Orton and Rajiv Rimal, Ph.D.
both have extensive experience teaching
SAT test preparation techniques, and
this program reflects their combined ef-
forts very well.

What's in the package?

Included in Team SAT are over 1,380
test questions. The program comes with
five fulllength exams on CD and two
hard copy exams to simulate actual test
conditions. Five more full-length exams
are divided into the practice sessions.
The program also contains over 55
hours of interactive instruction with
extensive video and audio.

How does it work?

The program uses a step-by-
step approach to walk the stu-
dent through each test
preparation strategy. It
is designed to familiar-
ize the student with the
types of questions on the test
and how to approach each type. For ex-
ample, there are only six types of ques-
tions on the SAT. Just knowing what
those types of questions are enables the
student to save time reading instructions
and understanding what is required in
the answer when taking the actual test. It
instructs the student on: what to do if he
or she does not know the answer; how to
skip a problem and come back to it with-
out losing one's place on the answer
sheet, how and when to make an edu-
cated guess, how to identify key words

and mark those words to accurately
derstand what the question is aski
when to read a question carefully; wk
to answer quickly; and much more. Al
discussing each strategy, there are sam
questions and full explanations of
correct and incorrect responses.

Does it work?

I believe that if a student invested 1
time to learn the information this p
gram offers, he or she would certay
improve their performance. For exa
ple, did you know the SAT questions
every section begin simple and straig
forward and get progressively more di
cult and less obvious? Knowing this o

sistent pattern ext
enables the stud
to spend the app
priate amount
time on each qu
tion based stric
on its location
the section.

For
ample, after worki:
through this program,
student knows he or she
only expected to ansv
50% of the questions ¢
rectly and is not expected
know the answer to ez
question.

ast month, during the extended
I session after the general meeting,

we learned a lot about English
Wizard and InfoModeler. I'd like to
thank each of the presenters for their
extra effort. Having an opportunity to
learn about these products in a more
in-depth session, from two experts, gave
us a great jump start for working with
these programs.

This month we continued with Info-
Modeler. We reviewed the basics of de-
signing with Object Role Modeling
(ORM) and explored converting facts
into symbols. InfoModeler lets you
model and review your design in English
facts and examples, so it's casily under-
stood by everyone associated with a
database project. An
ORM diagram can be
converted into the
logical view with ta-
bles, attributes and re-
lationships. This 1s
where the entity—
relationship model
begins. E-R requires a greater amount of
abstraction between the actual data and
the database design, therefore requiring
a higher level of expertise. One value of
using ORM, in addition to providing
greater understanding, is that the ORM
model can be used to design far more
than just relational databases. It can also
be applied (outside of InfoModeler) to
creating object databases, object oriented
programming for C++ or Pascal, or any
other language or any other approach
that may surface in the future.

With ORM, one begins collecting in-
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formation about the applications do-
main [Step 1: Familiarize] and then
writes English (natural language) state-
ments about the facts in the domain
[Step 2: Verbalize] which are then con-
verted into a diagram showing objects
and the roles they play [Step 3: Symbol-
ize]. Additionally, ORM allows broad
latitude for expressing the facts, provid-
ing greater specificity than can be ob-
tained with E-R.

Once the facts are charted through
symbols, constraints are added, such as
internal uniqueness constraints (for 1:1,
1:many, and many:many relationships).
This can be accomplished by creating a
sample population of data which shows
all possible combinations of data relat-
ing to the applications domain. Then
InfoModeler will create the appropriate
constraints based upon the data entered
(Step 4: Constrain]. Another constraint
would be an external uniqueness con-
straint, where an object such as a person
must play one—and only one—of two
possible roles. An example
would be a person who
could be cither a student or
an instructor in a university
database. There are a num-
ber of other possible con-
straints which we did not
review at this time.

After completing steps 1
through 4, you can then have InfoMod-
eler validate the ORM diagram to be
sure that the elements in the model are
logically complete. Any errors found are
identified. Thus far, the steps of develop-
ment have been part of the conceptual
model. The next step [Step 5: Map] cre-
ates the logical structure with tables,
columns and relationships. This is where
the E-R model would begin. This is the
diagram commonly used to show the
database structure within a database
application.

Fact types are categorized accordi
to the number of roles played within f
fact, called parity.
