days to get to their destination.

What about files? Sure, there is much
more available on the Internet than there
is (or ever will be) on the OCIPUG BBS,
but, if the file you are looking for is avail-
able on the BBS, it's often faster down-
loading it from there than from the
Internet.

Contrary to all the hype, the Internet
is not a super highway. It’s a collection of
freeways, toll roads, lanes, and streets with
traffic jams and dead ends. For some time
to come, bulletin board services will re-
main viable.

How about the Readme Doc? Could we
save a considerable amount of money if
we just published it on the Internet? You
bet we could. But, speaking as a member,
I get sick and tired from looking ata VDT,

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Stacker Awry

Last month I tried to use the FOR-
TRAN compiler and received a file not
found error. This was strange since I used
it a few days earlier. I performed a DIR
command on my F: drive/Stacker volume
and discovered to my horror that Stacker
had replaced the contents of the F: drive
with a copy of the D: drive and pushed
off the Fi/Stacker volume contents. [ later
found out that my I: drive contents were
replaced with a copy of the E: drive. This
was not the time for Stacker to begat un-
wanted clones of my drives! I tried for
several days to resurrect my two lost
Stacker volumes without success. Finally,
I tried a Stacker delete of the two new
volumes. I deleted the two volumes, but [
also lost the contents of the F: and I
drives. Arrrg! Fortunately, I had a two-
month-old full backup. I restored the two
lost Stacker volumes, and life seemed to
return to normal. A few days later, Stacker
sired two more unwanted volumes.

That was it! [ decided not to use Stacker
anymore, so I made plans to get a 1.6GB
hard disk. I usually go to the ACP Com-
puter Swap Meet, but this was only Feb-
ruary. Instead, I went to a computer swap
meet at the Orange County Fairgrounds
on the same day as the OCIPUG general
meeting. I planned to get a Maxtor 1.6GB
hard disk and possibly some additional
memory. Meanwhile, my sister-in-law
wanted me to get her a multimedia add-
on for her computer as well. I told her
that when I got the 1.6GB drive, I would
give her my old Maxtor 340MB drive
since she was filling up a small 140MB
drive that uses Stacker.

$229. 1 also bought an extended IDE
(EIDE) controller card to accommodate
my new 1.6GB drive. Memory prices have
finally dropped! I wanted to get either a
2Mx36 (8MB) or 4Mx36 (16MB) SIMM
module, but all the vendors were selling
2Mx32 (8MB) or 4Mx32 (16MB) SIMM
modules that omit the parity bit. I talked
to a vendor who said that most 486
motherboards would have no trouble
mixing SIMM types. The 8MB modules
were going for $135 and 16MB for $265.
[ decided to buy the 8MB. Finally, I ob-
tained a multimedia kit consisting of a
Pioneer 4.4X CD-ROM and a Roland
Monte Carlo sound card with a nice se-
lection of CD-ROM titles for $236. I
bought a hard drive mounting kit and
some extra hardware for the task at hand.

I opened up the case and installed my
8MB SIMM. When I booted up my sys-
tem, [ received an indication of only

12ZMB on board. I tried changing the
SIMM order and also swapped SIMMs
from the other computer. All attempts
produced the same results. I called the
vendor to see if | could get a 2Mx36
SIMM, but they stopped selling them
since the newer motherboards don’t use

parity checking. [ was prepared to return
the SIMM and get my money back when
a friend said he would swap SIMMs with
me, [ agreed and finally had 16MB in my
system. Next, | tackled the hard drive in-
stallation. T removed the 340MB drive,
installed the EIDE controller card and
made the 1.6GE drive the master and the
540MB drive the slave. When I turned on
power, I recetved HDD errors, and the
540MB drive was not recognized by the
controller card. T made the 540MB drive
the master and received the same results.
Since Harv Height had suggested earlier
that I get an EIDE card with onboard
BIOS, I went to CompUSA to get one. [
installed the new card, and the BIOS
would not recognize two drives but would
recognize either drive. During this time,
[ had my computer on its side and needed
a solid surface to push in the cards, so |
placed a book under the motherboard. I
discovered later that leaving the book
underneath causes the motherboard sol-
der traces to contact the case. I corrected
the problem, but the EIDE card still
would not recognize two drives. [ put in
my old IDE card, and it recognized both
drives, but, of course, it limits any hard
disk to 528MB. I decided to try the first
EIDE card, and—surprise~it worked. [
then tried the onboard BIOS EIDE card,
and it still refused to recognize two drives.
I changed back to the other EIDE card
and called the Maxtor BBS to get its par-
titioning software written by On-Track.
Harv Height had previously warned me
about using the On-Track partitioning
software. He reminded me that the Prom-
ise people warned us about the dangers
of using a software solution to recognize
drives larger than 528MB. Since the card
with the onboard BIOS didn’t work, 1
decided to stick with what works,

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My War Against Paper

This month we introduce a new column by
veteran Readme Doc contributor Michael
Springer of Batch File Basics fame. Michael will
be writing about document storage and re-
trieval for the home office or computer enthu-
siast, sharing his experiences as he devefops and
implements a system to manage his persenal
paper mountain, Take it away, Mike . . .. Ed.

For years, most of us have been read-
ing how computers would facilitate the
paperless office. I've never been in a truly
paperless office, but I have some expers-
ence converting paper documents to elec-
tronic form (make that lots of paper docu-
ments archived electronically for current
and future use). Until recently, my expe-
rience was only in the semi-deep pocket busi-
ness world. Now | am concentrating on
my own empty-pocket personal world. Is
there possibly a paperless house in my fu-
ture?

The Problems

There 15 too much paper tn my .. ~se.
Various types of records {financial, tax,
personal), magazines and newsletters
(hobby, business), instruction manuals,
project notes {personal, hobby, business),
and other information on paper fill file
drawers and boxes,

Finding something that I know I have
can be a major task. Some things, like
tax records, are relatively easy to find be-
cause of their subject, though the precise
year of the record versus my recollection
of the year may vary. Finding other things
can require launching a major effort.
Admut it, you've been there .. . “T just saw
that article about xyz in one of my wood-
working magazines (substitute your favor-
ite hobby for which you subscribe to
many magazines for woodworking).” But,
you were looking at old issues as well as
recent issues of five or six different maga-
zines when you saw that article, Now,
which issue of which magazine is that

darn article in?

Words that I think should represent my
topic of interest aren’t in the index for
the magazines in which I think an article
appeared. What language was used to cre-
ate that index? Certainly not one that |
speak or read.

Until recently, the cost of equipment
and software needed to convert paper-
based information to electronic form was
prohibitive for most individuals. $3,000
scanners, $4,000 storage devices, and
$2,000 software were on the low end of

information content and how the infor-
mation can be retrieved.

Frankly, this doesn’t sound interest-
ing—it sounds like a nightmare. There
must be some rewards for all of the ef-
fort that will be required to implement
the plan.

The Solution Is Another Problem
The solution is not as simple as im-
plied in the three itemized steps above.
Very little in the computer world 1s simple
or without options. Heck, one of the
computer’s most endearing qualities

and frustrations 1s its flexibility.

There are several types of scan-
ners. What and how much

the price scale
Just three years ago.

On the Solution Trail

$300 scanners, $200 storage devices,
and $150 software (all street prices) make
a big dent in the cost aspect of the prob-
fem. Perhaps not optimal items, such a
combination 1s worthy of study.

Assuming the hardware and software
problem is manageable, what would be the
implementation of these items?

First, existing paper-based information
would be scanned. Second, the electronic
form of the information would be stored
on some type of disk media. Third, a da-
tabase would hold relationships about

one will be scanning
establish the mini-

mum capabilities that the chosen scan-
ner should have.

There are two basic data forms for the
scanned information—graphic (bit-
mapped) and text (OCR processed). A
third, hybrid data form is becoming more
common—vectorized graphic. Each form
has its advantages and disadvantages.
Most likely, the use of only one data form
will be insufficient.

Technology has provided many types
of storage media that are currently avail-

Now the fun part begins. How should I partition the two
drives? I decided to leave the 540MB as drive C: and placed all
my DOS programs and utilities on it. I partitioned the 1.6MB
hard disk into four partitions of 400MB each. I decided to put
Windows and most of my Windows applications on D:, recre-
ational programs on E:, engineering and consultant applica-
tions on F:, and program data on drive G:. By adopting this
partitioning strategy, I will be able to reduce the number of in-
cremental backups [ need to make. After restoring from my last
full backup and two incrementals, I found that [ had lost some
data and six applications as well as the [atest America Online
software.

During this time, I also worked on my sister-in-law’s com-
puter. I checked out the Pioneer CD-ROM and found that it
would not connect to any of the three proprietary CD-ROM
interfaces on the Turtle Beach sound card. Instead, I needed to
get another EIDE controller card to operate the CD-ROM. 1
bought a basic EIDE controller card at the same time as the
EIDE card with the onboard BIOS from CompUSA. [ set up
the two drives and got them running without incident. After
installing the drivers, the CD-ROM was up and running. [ in-
stalled the software for the sound card and got it running okay,
except that the speakers are chintzy. [ then restored the old soft-

ware and added an old
fax/modem as well.

Signing Off

Since I got nd of
Stacker on my sister-in-
law’s computer, the
whole system runs
faster, and the multi-
media dazzled every-
body. I demonstrated
the fax/modem, but I
had to point out that

- you would need some-
body with a computer and a fax/modem to be able to commu-
nicate with someone in Vietnam. I received a copy of the CD-
ROM, Passage to Vietnam, which features the photographic works
of many of the top photographers. Journalists were also recruited
to write about everyday life in Vietnam and digitized, authentic
Vietnamese music plays in the background. The CD-ROM is
compressed since a rough byte count came up to over 800MB.
The CD-ROM excited my wife since she can share some of the
culture from her old country with me.

I bought a Megahertz PCMCIA 14400 Fax/Modem for only
$70 from Office Depot. It installed easily into my laptop, and
the Megahertz FaxWorks software works well. I've already used
it on the OCIPUG BBS, and I'll be uploading this column to-
night.

able at reasonable prices and suitable for this task. The amount
of data to be stored is determined by the data forms and the
quantity of scanned documents. Generally, we are talking
gigabytes for most implementations, several hundred megabytes
for the simplest.

Software will limit the possible implementations. Some hard-
ware inadequacies can be offset by software capabilities. Soft-
ware inadequacies are generally barriers that are very difficult to
circumvent. The available software features are what, in the end,
will provide the usefulness of and satisfaction with the imple-
mentation.

My Dream Solution—
As I Know It Today

I want to provide a
word(s) and to see a list of
documents, ranked by fre-
quency of occurrence, that con-
tain the word(s). 1 want the
words in the documents to be
auto-indexed (I don’t want to
have to do that manually or to
be limited to only a few key
words).

I want the option to preserve the
original or very similar document text
appearance. I want to use OCR (optical
character recognition) as much as possible
to reduce the size of the disk files. I want mixed
content (both text and illustrations) to be readily &
retrievable even when the text has been OCR’d and saved in a
separate file.

I want to use the results of all this work for as long as pos-
sible, through inevitable software and hardware changes in op-
erating systems and platforms, with a minimum of rework. To
that extent . . .

I want to use storage media with a long shelf life {15 years
minimum), reasonably priced, rewritable, formatted to an in-
dustry standard (such as ISO 9660), and available from more
than one source. I want the storage drive to be platform inde-
pendent. [ want driver support for my chosen storage media
and drive for at least 15 years.

I want to save all the basic data in widely recognized, multi-
software compatible (non-proprietary?) file formats such as RTF
(tich text format) for OCR’d text and TIFF or PCX for illustra-
tions or non-OCR’d text.

I know I can’t have all the things I want for a price 'm will-
ing to pay. So there will be some trade-offs. Next time we’ll start
the evaluation and trading process. “®

Back in the late sixties, as a mid-level
engineering manager at several semi-
conductor manufacturers, I had ev-
eryday conflicts with marketing per-
sonnel. New products was their de-
mand, and the hell with debugging
products in pro-
duction or due
for early re-
lease. Sustaining
Engineering was
an unhappy
charge num-
ber; bugs
could be
found
from cus-
tomer feedback, was their answer to
my objections.

Sounds fatniliar, doesn’t it? Isn’t
this just what Microsoft did with its
pay-to-try beta release of Windows 95?
In the frenzied month or so before
Windows 95 hit the stand, Microsoft
made fantastic efforts to incorporate
many, many fixes for reported bugs
(sometimes creating new bugs). For
the most part, Microsoft people did
a pretty good job, although the need
to buy Microsoft Plus! and the Win-
dotws 95 Resource Kit to get details we
used to find in a good manual was
sheer arrogance!

Major PC manufacturers such as
Hewlett Packard, Packard Bell,
Compagq, and Dell couldn’t wait un-
til Microsoft’s final release date; they
choose to create unique shells to make
Windows 95 easier for the individual
consumer to learn and operate, to
gain up front a competitive market-
ing edge, and to cut the cost of soft-
ware by pre-installation of Windows

95 and shell on the hard drive. In
truth, most of the installed shells o
actually make it easier for an indi-
vidual to use Windows 95, but the
techniques learned often can’t be ap-
plied to units from another manufac-
turer with a different shell.

So, when a class is to be taught how
to use Windows 95 purchased pre-in-
stalled on classroom hard drives with
a manufacturer’s shell, the sometimes
difficult removal of the shell is neces-
sary. When you've installed the up-
grade, or installed directly from CD-
ROM, this problem does not exist. I
find rebooting from Windows 95 to
MSDOS,
and careful
use of XTPro
or XTGold
to delete pro-
prictary shell
files makes
the task
easier, al-
though this
can lead to
troublesome
tinkering
with various
Windows 95
files.

To thwart
student vandals, I utilize the Direct
Access software; version 5.1 can be
used, although a version exists for
Windows 935, Normally, just what
steps must be taken are worked out
on a protetype PC, and the modified
hard drive is copied to other class-
room PCs via LapLink. Sometimes
carly version 3 (LL3.EXE) can be used,
but LapLink for Windows 95 over-

comes the problems that occur be-
cause of the long filenames allowed
in Windows 95.

I've got penultimate techniques
now that seem to work, just in time,
too! Local schools and regional occu-
pational programs have been pres-
sured by temporary employment
agencies and parents to teach Win-
dows 95 and programs designed for
Windows 95. A major shift requiring
Windows 95 is from WordPerfect for
Windows (Novell’s PerfectOffice) to
Microsoft’s Office for Windows 95.

With grants from parent groups
and agencies, the schools are upgrad-

ing RAM and installing larger hard
drives on present 486DX PCs, or pur-
chasing 486DX2/66 or Pentium 120
computers with more RAM and larger
hard drives.

In future columns I'll discuss the
final version of the Menu-WIN 95
technique, to try to maintain a level
playing ground in teaching Windows
95 to vandal-minded students. “&




Product Review

Access 95

Quite a selection of templates is available for creating data-
bases. You can create new tables in Datasheet View or Design
View. Or, if you decide to import an existing spreadsheet or
database (the most popular extensions are accounted for), the
Database Wizard can ease your task considerably, The Table Ana-
lyzer even converts flat-file spreadsheets into relational databases.
Of course, life without a Mail Merge Wizard just wouldn’t be
complete. With just a bit of help from you, this wizard will turn
your Access database into a Word 95 mass mailing in no time at
all.

A lot of nice touches are included in this program. Do you
want to filter for just part of a field? Say you want to list all
employees whose names start with the letter P. This is easy uts-
lizing a Filter By Selection button. Do you need to find infor-
mation contained in more than one table? Again, easy as pie!
Just query using multiple tables. You can create forms to your
heart’s content to display data in practically any manner you
wish, including showing only the columns of data you wish to
reveal. Input forms can be created to allow access and input by
third parties without divulging confidential information. For

those who feel the need for assistance in creating tables, forms,
reports, etc., there are Table Wizards, Form Wizards and Report
Wizards. I haven't yet found Merlin the Wizard, but I'm sull
looking!
PowerPoint

Presentations, whether made to subordinates or to the higher
echelon, must get a message across or they’re a wasted effort.
PowerPoint provides the necessary emphasis so your presenta-
tions will be as impressive as you are! Here again, an Answer
Wizard can assist by listing online help topics related to your
question. Help can be accessed any time while you're working.
AutoClipArt in PowerPoint will suggest clip art that can be used
to emphasize areas of your presentations. An AutoContent
Wizard allows you to choose a topic type from several general
areas and creates a skeletal presentation with suggestions about
where to put different kinds of information and how to orga-
nize it into an effective presentation format. The AutoContent
text in this guide only provides a starting point. You change the
text as desired and move the order of the items as you wish.
PowerPoint has five views which are different ways of looking at
your work. These are:

« Slide view—use when incorporating text and graphics and
when modifying the appearance of a slide.
« Outline view—best for organizing and developing presenta-
tion content. Change slide titles and main text in this view.
« Slide sorter view~best for arranging and sorting slides and
setting timing,. ]
+ Notes pages view—create notes for the presenter, such as draw-
ings, graphics, text, etc.
+ Slide show view—where the rubber meets the road! This view
simulates a slide projector.Each slide fills the screen, and you
see the effects of transitions and timing.

A Microsoft ClipArt Gallery is invoked by using the Insert
Clip Art button, or you can import graphics from other pro-
grams using the Object and Picture commands. You can also

Summary:

I like it. Microsoft has delivered a better Windows with many
new, easy to use, and faster capabilities. It was very easy to in-
stall after reading the small Introducing Windows 95 book. There
is plenty of online help available. I have no desire to return to
Windows for Workgroups v.3.11 (WFWG 3.11), despite the an-
noying habit Windows 95 has of falling into a terminal coma. |
must be doing something wrong.

In the past, I have used Windows 3.0, 3.1 and 3.11, as well as
two beta versions of Chicago, the original code name for what
later became Windows 95. I elected to discontinue testing Chi-
cago to avoid continuing disappointment. However, my younger
son, Chris, bought the June 1995 Final Beta. After some initial
problems running DOS games, he has enjoyed continued suc-
cess ever since. Armed with my very own family Windows 95
expert at my side, I dared venture into that brave new world
Microsoft is offering us. I am here to report that all is well, at
least for me.

There is nothing special about the target computer. It has a
NextGen 90 MHZ CPU that uses both 8 and 16 megabytes of
RAM. It also has a Diamond Stealth 24 video card, an 850 MB
Maxtor hard drive, a NEC 3X CD-ROM, a Zoom 14.4 Kbps
modem, a Microsoft sound card, a generic network card and an
Epson printer.

After the upgrade CD is inserted and the SETUP.EXE pro-
gram is started, the Setup Wizard allows the installation to pro-
ceed smoothly and quickly. The installation choices are few and

easy to understand. The new version requires about 60 MB of
disk space to install everything and took only about 15 minutes
to install. It was a very easy installation.

Windows 95 definitely functions in only 8 MB of RAM, but
it takes longer to load and close programs and to open and
close windows because of all the increased hard disk activity,
swapping between real and virtual memory. The Windows 95
box says the program can run in 4 MB of RAM. If it does, it
could be like a dog chasing its tail. I prefer and recommend
using 16 MB of RAM.

This version sports an easier user interface, softer edges on
the windows, better looking icons, a taskbar on the bottom of
the screen showing the time, and something called the Start
button. The 32-bit operating system features include preemp-
tive multitasking, automatic playing of an inserted CD, faster
and continuous printing, a universal e-mail in box, and plug-
and-play availability.

The taskbar is an information source that shows the time
and little blocks stating which user programs are running. Be-
side the time, mine has a little icon showing the percentage of
free resources available. It is only covered up when my old Win-
dows 3.1 programs run full screen. The most important resident
of the taskbar is the Start button.

When the Start button on the taskbar is clicked, a pop-up
menu appears. The menu entries are entitled Programs, Docu-
ments, Settings, Find, Run, Help, and Shutdown. Clicking on
Programs produces another pop-up menu listing the program
groups converted from the prior Windows version and some
new Windows 95 programs. You can either click on a program
to start that program or click on one of the listed groups that
pops up yet another menu list of programs and possibly some
sub-groups. This arrangement replaces the Program Manager.

The Settings menu option from the Start button allows edit-
ing of these pop-up menus. In the next pop-up menu, choose
Taskbar. After choosing the Start Menu Programs tab, click on
the Advanced button. Now you have listed the menu tree of
pop-up windows ready for cutting and pasting or adding and
deleting.

The Documents menu option displays a list of the last text,
sound, graphics and video files you worked with. Simply click-
ing on any document starts the appropriate program. The list is
cleared as one of the Settings and Taskbar options.

The Help menu option starts the Windows help program.
The Contents topics are: A 10 minute Tour of Windows 95, If You've
Used Windows Before, Introduction to Windows, How To, Tips and
Tricks, Troubleshooting, and Microsoft Plus (if you purchased this

lery. Spell checking is available as 1s
AutoCorrect technology. Of course, all
data relating to a single presentation can
be collected in one place by using the
Office Binder, which also makes it easy
to collate for printing. PowerPoint has
added an Animation Effects toolbar
which enables you to add special effects
and sound effects to text and objects and

to control the effect sequence. This as-
sumes you have the requisite sound de-
vice installed, which is optional during
installation.

Schedule+ for Windows 95

You must be connected to an accept-
able network to do group scheduling and
to share calendars, tasks and contacts us-
ing Schedule+. However, the personal
planning features and the address book
can be used even when not connected to
a network and are quite useful. But don’t
expect Schedulet to replace your full-
blown PIM. You can create custom calen-
dars to organize your time by tume peri-
ods and switch easily between the views.
With the Contact Manager, you can eas-
ily store and access names, phone num-
bers, addresses and other miscellaneous
information. Here, the Seven Habits Wiz-
ard enables you to integrate your time
management with a system called The 7
Habits of Highly Effective People.

If you want to go really high tech, buy
yourself a Timex Data Link Watch or an-
other of a variety of compatible hand held
devices and download your schedule from
your computer. Data transfers from the
computer to the watch using light emit-
ted by the computer monitor.

Bookshelf 95 Reference CD

This CD is a reference library which
includes The American Heritage Dictionary,
The Original Roget’s Thesaurus, The World
Almanac and Book of Facts, 1995 Edition,
The Concise Columbia Encyclopedia; The Co-
lumbia Dictionary of Quotations, The Peaple’s
Chronology;, The Hammond Intermediate
World Atlas, and the National Five Digit
Zip Code and Post Office Directory. This CD
is only included in the U.S. version of
Microsoft Office Professional. These vol-
umes are rather self-explanatory. If one
learned everything that is on this CD and
the Encarta ‘96 CD, one would have gar-
nered a large amount of the total knowl-
edge of mankind, no doubt!

In Summary

I haven’t used a suite since my earlier
days of using Framework by Ashton-Tate.
With the exception of vast improvements
in the individual programs, suites haven’t
really changed. The idea is to have as many
varied needs as possible fulfilled under
one roof. This is a premier package by

any standard. Without the mass market
that has developed for the individual pro-
grams, we certainly wouldn’t see a suite
like this being offered for the mere pea-
nuts being charged. I have no doubt that,
if I didn’t own any of these individual

programs, I would not hesitate to pur-
chase this suite, and I'd be a very happy
camper at that! The fact 1s, I've been a
very enthusiastic WordPerfect user for
years and am eagerly awaiting the conclu-
sion of the turmoil in the marketplace
surrounding that product. I may or may
not become a strict Office Pro user, but
I’'m certainly leaning that way. This is one
amazing product. 8

A few days before the February 24th general meeting, I was
browsing through Readme.Doc as usual, and I noticed thatamong
the products available for review was Life Form, a personal health
management software program. According to the information
given, this software would not only keep track of doctors, phar-
macies and insurers but calculate calories and cholesterol. In

After meeting Roberta Klein at the general meeting, signing
the required paperwork, and getting the program and the docu-
mentation, I was ready to go. The first rather pleasant surprise
was the Uer’s Guide; it is a well-written, rather comprehensive
book of 228 pages. It then occurred to me—a novel idea—why not
read the documentation before installing the program? While this
is not a new idea, I must admit I sometimes rush to install a
program before checking out the accompanying documentation.
Will anybody else admit to this—am I the onfy one? The first
section of the User’s Guide is devoted to a short Windows 3.1
tutorial for those new to, or not used to, installing programs in
Windows. This 1s a nice touch. The chapter headings are rather
self-explanatory: Getting Started, Information, Food, Exercise, Mea-
surements, Chemistry, Ratings, History and Graphs.

Installation of the program, which comes on two high den-
sity diskettes, was simple and took 8.1 MB of space on my hard
drive, During setup, the program asks for user name and statis-
tics, i.e., height, weight and other information. It then asks for
names, addresses, phone numbers and other information for
doctors, dentists, pharmacies, hospitals and other health care

practitioners. Each member of the family can have a separate
file with individual parameters and analysis.

After setting up my file and entering all the pertinent infor-
mation called for, I moved to the food analysis part of the pro-
gram. This is the part that I found the most difficult, not be-
cause the program is difficult but because the 10,000 food items
are sometimes labeled differently than the names I use. The other
difficulty is that the program will give you a complete analysis
of percentage of fat, carbohydrates, protein and calorie count,
but you must input these accurately, which entails keeping a
food log of ezery item you put in your mouth and its weight or
volume. This requires practice, and I found that weighing every-
thing is 2 pain. Since I work out of my house, this is more easily
accomplished than it would be for a lot of people.

If you find a food item that is not listed in the program, you
can add it either by the components of the food item or, in the
case of packaged food, from the nutrition label that is now re-
quired on packaged food. At that point, you would need to keep
a food log as noted earlier. On days when I'm out, [ write down
everything I eat or drink and enter it at night. After working
with the program for a time, I found that keeping a food jour-
nal and then entering it once a day is easiest and takes only
about five to ten minutes. An item of note here: with this
program’s large database of foods, you can enter some meals
such as Big Mac as a single item, and the program will enter all
of the appropriate values for that item. If, for example, you
order a Quarter Pounder with cheese but no pickle, the program
will enter the Quarter Pounder, but you must then subtract the
oo ectimates the “1 subtracts
mem for the total for the day. This part of th- ~-ogram is the
most time consuming as entries are made every day. However, it
is also potentially the most valuable in showing you what you're
eating that could be changed or improved.

In addition to the items previously noted, this product also
keeps track of—and graphs—such things as blood pressure, heart
rate, exercise, weight and some blood chemistry items such as
ketones. There are so many items that an exhaustive fist here 1s
impossible. As a former pharmaceutical representative, I thought
I was pretty knowledgeable as far as medical processes were con-
cerned. However, the relationship between exercise, food and
some blood chemistry is far more complicated than 1s com-
monly thought. Printing a graph or series of graphs can show
you where and when certain actions can help you reach your
goal.

The only problem I noted with this program is that some of
the detail that can be monitored is data that would only be
obtainable from a doctor’s visit and laboratory analysis. If the
user kept track of this data from year to year, this difficulty

Special Interest Group
(SIG) Reports

Audrey Wolden

After a forty-five minute random ac-
cess session on a variety of topics, Mike
Springer presented the subject for this
workshop, Norton Utilities, with particu-
lar emphasis on Norton Disk Editor, A
disk editor, he explained, is a program
that lets you look at all the magnetic
markers placed on a disk after it has been
low-level formatted.

Before getting to that topic, however,
he gave a thorough presentation on the
nature of floppy and hard disks and how
information is stored on them. He led the
group through the entire process starting
from bootstrap, showing the hex tables
before and after adding the system files.
Then he demonstrated how the various
sectors—boot, FAT, and data—can be ed-
ited. Disk editors change data on a disk
that can’t be changed in any other way,
the most notable feature of such utilities
being data recovery.

How disks are formatted, and every as-
pect of the procedure involved, was most
ably demonstrated by a computerized vi-
sual representation. We were led from the
bootstrap operation through a look at the
boot sector, FAT sector, and the data area.
We learned how to make changes and add
information in the hex sectors. Such ed-
iting should be done with caution, of
course; a novice could inadvertently crash
the entire disk with one keystroke.

In the three-hour session, more infor-
mation was imparted about the nature of
DOS and disks than can be set forth here.
It behooves every user to probe the nitty
gritty of his system. A knowledge of the

nature of tracks, cylinders, and partitions
adds to one’s understanding and appre-
ciation of how computers work. The pro-
gram Mike used was Norton Utilities. He
cautioned it is not safe to use this pro-
gram with disks that have been com-
pressed using the features in DOS 6.x,
Stacker and other such utilities.

Another fact worth noting is that DOS
6.x contains a file which can write a copy
of the boot sector to disk in case of fu-
ture need. The value of having a Save Your
Fanny disk cannot be repeated too often.

Jim Clymer

The March 1st meeting started with Jim
Kennedy firing up his Linux machine and
using Minicom (a free communications
program which comes with Linux) in or-
der to log on to his Internet shell account
at Kaiwan. From there he used the file
transfer protocol (FTP) to log onto
Sunsite. The Sunsite FTP site is main-
tained by the University of North Caro-
lina and is the main repository for all
Linux-related programs and documenta-
tion. There are many other sites that mir-
ror the files at Sunsite to make it easy to
download what you need. All software
making up the Linux system and most
all applications are free for downloading.
For this session, he went for the latest
version of Minicom, the communications
program he was using to do his down-
foad. After downloading the source code
from Sunsite to Kaiwan, he used
Minicom’s Zmodem protocol to down-
load it to his machine. He then demon-
strated how to decompress, compile and
install the final program using the free C

compiler that comes with Linux.

After the break, Jim Clymer brought
out his machine and fired up Caldera Net-
work Desktop. He was finally able to dem-
onstrate its capabilities after having his
attempt thwarted when his hard drive
died at the beginning of his demonstra-
tion during the February SIG meeting
Caldera Network Desktop is a commer-
cial software package combining freeware
and commercially licensed software. In-
cluded in the package is the Linux Oper-
ating System (kernel version 1.2.13), all
necessary support utilittes and loads of
applications programs, all of which are
freeware. The Network Desktop is a GUI
desktop, overlaid on the standard
Xwindows server (X11R6), which has been
customized by adding icons, tool bars,
drag’n drop, and many custom tools to
make system configuration and manage
ment a snap. The package contains the
Crisp editor, a commercial GUI editor,
and Netscape v.2.0.

Jim called up his Internet provider us
ing the Point to Point Protocol (PPP) in
cluded in the package and used Netscape
Navigator to surf the ‘Net. He showec
some sites that contain some of the new
Java technology. All felt this product ha
great potential and will help convert us
ers from other OSs due to its ease of in
stallation and powerful features. ¥

at all the major headings at some level of
detail, we focused most of our time on
the Knowledgebase area for NT and the
MS-BackOffice subtopic for NT. The
product includes articles, texts (including
the entire resource kit), various software
utilities, service packs, various drivers and
patches, and the requisite search engine
for queries. This tool will be used to help
answer questions which arise during SIG
meetings. We understand there will be
quarterly contributions by Microsoft of
this monthly subscription product. The
CD we currently have is the 12/95 release.
{As such, it makes no mention of NTW
4.0, the Windows 95 shell upgrade; I
doubt that it will before late summer.} The
subscription is available for $299 per year.
Contact Microsoft.

We then moved to the matter of up-
grading the Room A computer’s Windows
NTW hard disk partition to the 4.0 beta
using Ed’s Hardware Compatibility Test
(HCT) copy. (Note: As of the meeting
date, no one who was to receive a copy of
the beta through the World Tour promo
has received it} Prior to the (attempted)
installation, we spent an extended period
reviewing the release notes, a 95-page
document. Specifically, we looked closely
at the What's New (with this release),
Hardware Notes, and Application Notes
sections. Ed read particular sections he
thought might have general application
and read all the captions in the hardware
and application notes sections. The bot-
tom line: spend the time to read the re-
lease notes—to be forewarned is to be fore-
armed. (And, yes, the notes are replete
with problem descriptions dealing with
other current and earlier Microsoft prod-
ucts.)

Some particular points of note to the
Readme.Doc reader: this version of NTW
requires that you install from CD. Three
boot disks are provided to support a clean
install (i.e., no other OS present or only
DOS). After the boot disks (which include
CD-ROM drivers) are loaded, you must go
to CD. Disk images (ala O§/2) are not
available. If NTW is already on your sys-
tem, you start the install from within
NTW. Another point of note is that 4.0
will not install properly over the shell

Readme Doc

preview that was previously available for
download from Microsoft’s Web site. If
you installed the shell preview, remove it
before attempting to install 4.0. Lastly of
particular note, this release will zot install
on a 386-based computer, presumably
because the 386 emulator (good for real-
mode Windows 3.x applications) has been
replaced by a 486 emulator (which can
be used with enhanced-mode Windows 3.x
applications). This last point is almost
where the story ends.

We reviewed the Setup Options and
Windows 95 Upgrade sections of the re-
lease notes and proceeded to the actual
upgrade installation. Immediately upon
starting the installation, we were stopped
cold by a message stating that the instal-
lation could only proceed on a machine
with a 486 or higher processor. So what's
a NexGen 90 (the processor, with a
motherboard, donated by NexGen, and
installed into the Room A computer late
last year}? According to NTW 3.51, the
NexGen is an “80386-D1" (as identified
in the Registry). A feeble attempt to
change the entry in the Registry was to
no avail as NTW identifies and establishes
the system configuration every time it
boots. So the installation stopped. We
contacted “Mr. Club Computer” (Bob
Basaraba) and were advised that “Yes,
that’s true {NT sees that NexGen as a 386)
but there’s supposed to be some work-
around available from NexGen.” The
story will be continued at the April meet-
ing. We took our break early.

The meeting concluded with an NTW-
specific random access session, With few
questions, the meeting adjourned at ap-
proximately 9:25. There was no particu-
lar thread to the discussion.

Len Leonard, David Taylor and Preston Hill

At the March meeting, matching and
merging genealogical data records was
demonstrated by Len Leonard with Fam-

ily Tree Maker for Windows (FTW), David
Taylor with SuperMerge, and Preston Hill
with Pedigree Pursuit (PED).

Only a single database can be used at
any one time when doing match/merge
with DOS-based Pedigree Pursuit (PED)
and Personal Ancestral File (PAF), or with
Windows-based Ancestral Quest {AncQ})
and Family Tree Maker (FTW). Therefore,
you should always back up your original
master database before attempting to
import a foreign database to form the
combined database required to perform
a match/merge operation. On the other
hand, DOS-based SuperMerge allows
match/merge of records from two sepa-
rate PAF-type databases, so you do not
risk inadvertently corrupting your mas-
ter database.

PAF, PED, FTW and Ancestral Quest
have some type of match/merge opera-
tion that will automatically search the
entire database for potential matches.
SuperMerge matches/merges individual
records one at a time by manually select-
ing an individual in the master database
for which a match is sought in the for-
eign database. (PED also provides the
ability to match any two selected individu-
als.} SuperMerge is excellent for adding
ancestors to an end-of-line individual (i.e.,
an individual with no parents recorded)
as it is relatively easy to identify and print
a list of end-of-line individuals.
SuperMerge is less flexible if you are add-
ing data to a record other than that of an
end-ofline individual. SuperMerge retains
the foreign database after the merge, so it
is easy to verify the results of the merge
and make corrections 1f necessary.

SuperMerge can display a four-genera-
tion Pedigree Chart screen with the mas-
ter and foreign databases superimposed.
This is another handy feature with which
to verify the accuracy of the merge op-
eration. PED can display five-generation
pedigree charts for each selected indi-
vidual, but only in separate displays so
comparisons are not as easy to make.

SuperMerge enables merging parents,
children, ancestors and/or descendants in
the same operation, whereas the other
programs merge individual by individual.
However, the automatic match/merge fea-
ture of PED and FTW minimizes this
possible difficulty.

All programs present possible matches
in side-by-side screens. The primary or des-
tination screen 1s generally shown with a
double border and can be switched/
toggled with the right/left arrows, mouse,
or other toggle command. Perti-
nent lines of data are high-
lighted and can be selected by
appropriate switching/select-
ing commands.

Sometimes duplicate
data may be merged. By
default, most programs ap-
pend one set of notes to
the other rather than se- _
Jecting one over the other,
unless you decide to do so after exam-
ining each note. If [ines for the same
spouse in both screens are highlighted,
the merged record will show duplicate
spouses. If these are truly the same, sub-
sequent merging will eliminate the dupli-
cation. Usually, further information may
be displayed in order to determine which
spouse to retain and avoid duplication.
However, care must be taken to avoid los-
ing ancestors and descendants of one of
the individuals. Each program has vari-
ous means to assure proper merging. Un-
fortunately, PAF has a limited capability
to select lines to merge from the two
screens. All the other programs allow
greater choice of lines to select for the
final merge.

PED allows you to: (1) search for pos-
sible matches; (2) merge two selected
records (as with SuperMerge}; (3} print
merge candidates for subsequent review;
{4) perform a fully automatic match/
merge of records meeting strict criteria;
or (5) merge parents of children—a useful
tool to use with imported International
Genealogical Index (IGI) records.

PED automatically merges records that
meet all of the specified strict criteria,
using the interactive merge mode if de-
sired. Possible matches with some differ-
ences are presented 1n side-by-side screens;
for example, there would 2ot be an auto-
matic merge if everything were the same
except that Orange Co. appeared in one
record and only Orarge in the other. Even
a difference in punctuation would yield

parallel screens for you to make the ulti-
mate decision.

FTW initially prepares a report that
lists the differences detected for poten-
tial matches. Identical records are not dis-
played. When directed, FTW automati-
cally merges records that are identical, but
displays non-identical but possible match-
ing records side-by-side in a split

screen. If an error or undesir-
able change is made, Undo
can reverse the entire merge.

Undo must be done before

exiting FTW because the au-

tomatic Save On Exiting cre-
ates an irreversible change.
There are many genealogical
computer programs now avail-
able, both DOS-based and Win-
dows-based. As with most programs, each
has some advantage/disadvantage relative
to another program. “%

Ed Lee began with a recitation of sub-
jects covered since the inception of the
Windows 95 SIG. The formidable list in-
cluded virtually every field of interest, ex-
cluding networking and Microsoft Ex-
change. Soon Ed will begin again at the
beginning, accommodating the needs of
members new to Windows 95 as well as
more experienced users.

Ed announced that some members
have experienced serious problems with
the DriveSpace disk compression software
included with Windows 95 (by no means
a universal problem). Essentially, what is
happening is that the compressed drive
is not being mounted. Microsoft has ac-
knowledged this problem and says it is
reseatching it. For a work-around, create
a batch file in DOS which centains the
following line:

drvspace /mount ¢: /noprompt

Include the spaces where shown and
create a shortcut to that batch file in your
Startup folder. Ed recommends that we

o TR R |

do not use DriveSpace until the problem
1s fixed. He feels a bigger drive 15 still bet-
ter than file compression. A member re|
ported that Fry’s is currently selling hard
drives for $199 per gigabyte (aithough a.
controller card may be needed, depend-|
ing on your BIOS). Ed thinks that the
problem is due, in part, to the wide varia-
tion in user hardware.

Members were advised to make a boot
diskette that is independent of Windows
and which includes your CD-ROM driver.
The Windows 95 startup disk doesn’t load
a CD-ROM driver, so, if the drivers on
your hard drive are inaccessible, it 1s 1m-
possible to reinstall if your program is on
CD-ROM. If your Windows 35 program
is on diskettes, this precaution doesn’
apply.

Ed recommends Powertoys. It is avail-
able as a self-extracting file from our
OCIPUG BBS as PWRTOY2.EXE. Try it;
you'll like it. Ed also recommends the’
Windows 95 Service Pack and mentioned
that it ts currently available for download |
at: http://www.microsoft.com/windows/’
software/servpakl/enduser.htm.

Windows 95 Registry

Before Ed delved into the secrets of the
Registry, he cautioned all members that
this was potentially dangerous territory.
The entire Windows 95 program can be
knocked out with a single key stroke! The
Registry is not the Microsoft-approved
means to control the program. There are,
plenty of windows and menus 1n dozens;
of places to safely alter the program tog
the user’s needs.. Still, a study of the Reg4
istry can be rewarding. :

One method of accessing the Registr
is to click Start | Run | and typeg
REGEDIT. An Explorer-type screen 1s
presented. The folder, My Computer, is8
shown with a -] sign preceding it,
indicating that folders within it are open.
Actually, in this Registry Editor screen,j
the folders are called keys, and the
subfolders are called subkeys. There are six}
subkeys, each with a file name beginning}
with HKEY_ followed by
CLASSES_ROOT; CURRENT_USER;]
LOCAL_MACHINE; USERS;
CURRENT_CONFIG; and DYN_DATA,;
As in Explorer, folders (keys) are on the
left, files on the right.

Ist Key — HKEY_CLASSES_ROOT

This subkey contains files that deal
with the file extensions that prompt Win-
dows 95 to launch the particular program
that created the file. A .DOC extension
would bring up Microsoft Word and load
the file into that program; a .WPD ex-
tension would bring up WordPerfect, etc.
2nd Key — HKEY_CURRENT_USER

This contains files specific to whoever
is logged onto Windows 95 at the mo-
ment,
3rd Key - HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE

This key contains files pertaining to
information on hardware installed on
your machine.
4th Key — HKEY_USERS

These files contain information on
other people {multiple users).
5th Key —
HKEY_CURRENT_CONFIG

As the name implies, this describes the
current configuration of your machine.
6th Key — HKEY_DYN_DATA

Files here describe the current state of
your computer. [n some literature, these
keys may be referenced as categories.

Ed repeated the warning that these
files, while interesting to browse through,
are not to be trifled with. If you do go
prowling, back up the files and store
them on a separate disk outside your
machine so that in the event you slip and
press the wrong key or the cat leaps from
your desk onto your keyboard, destroy-
ing Windows, you may restore them ex-
actly as they were. Those of you who
loaded Windows 95 from a CD-ROM
have the file ERU.EXE which stores emer-
gency registry files. It is possible you may
be given instructions by a manufacturer
to use REGEDIT to accomplish some
task. In that event, it will be good to have
gained some famtharity with the
REGEDIT key layout.

Ed then addressed a point made some
time ago. If you have Windows 3.1 in-
stalled and choose to install Windows 95
in a separate directory, you must reinstall
afl your old Windows programs in Win-
dows 95, but you should direct the files
to their pre-existing file locations during

reinstallation in Windows 95. In this way,
you access exactly the same program and
data files from both operating systems
without doubling disk space with dual
installations. “B

The Windows 3.X SIG started with a
recommendation by Audrey Wolden of
The Windows Bible by Fred Davis as a more
readable reference than the Windows Re-
source Kit. Several random access questions
were presented and discussed. The SIG
leader explained the material in
FUNZIP.ZIP. This file, which is on the
BBS, tells how to access a scrolling list of
members of the Windows 3.1 develop-
ment team. The procedure doesn’t work
with Windows 3.11. We then went into a
review of the January and February SIG
meetings (copying DOS files and key-
board shortcuts to speed up Windows op-
erations), expanding on some areas. We
discovered something, which we should
have known, that a TSR cannot be loaded
from the Windows shell. In order to in-
stall the DOS mouse driver, it was neces-
sary to extt Windows.

Windows 3.11 allows a change to Mini-
mize on Close without rebooting Win-
dows, while Windows 3.1 requires
rebooting. We discussed the 64K file size
limitation of Notepad and Clipboard. An
alternate text editor is PFE (Programmer’s
File Editor), a freeware program that is
on the BBS. Ed Lee pointed out that there
is also an alternative to Clipboard on the
BBS that doesn’t have the 64K limitation.
We used a DOS program (NE.EXE) to
demonstrate copying from the text edi-
tor to PFE. We also showed how to use
PFE to view a large file such as
OCIPUG.LST and what happens if you
try to use Notepad.

The SIG leader demonstrated how to
associate a file with a program. An icon
was established on the desktop and then
associated with PFE, so that upon double-
clicking the icon the program automati-
cally loaded and opened the file.

Ed Lee, our Windows guru, demon-
strated how to unzip files, and he dem-
onstrated four files which he then passed
out to those interested. These file were:
STAD.ZIP, a text editor with no size limi-
tation which might be consideted a re-
placement for Notepad; RECEDIT.ZIP,
an editor for the Windows Recorder pro-
gram; APPOIN ZIP, an enhanced calen-
dar program; and WINBAR.ZIP, which
gives Windows 3.x the look and feel of
Windows 95.

In April, we will lock at the DOS and
Windows mouse drivers, the difference
between the way that Windows 3.x and
Windows 95 handle DOS programs,
STAD.ZIP and WINBAR.ZIP, and take
another look at association. Time permit-
ting, we will look at what happens to
WIN.INI and SYSTEM.INI when a new
program is installed. We will revisit 32-bit
disk access to clarify some points. Finally,
if all goes right, we will see a little-known
feature of Windows 3.x demonstrated.

The Explorer is the replacement for the File Man-
ager. Besides exploring your hard disks, CDS and
floppy disks, it can explore your Network Neigh-
borhood, Recycle Bin, and Briefcase. Files are cop-
ted, moved or deleted using copy, cut, paste and
delete, as well as drag-and-drop.

The Recycle Bin is where deleted files temporarily
reside just in case you really want to keep them.,
When you delete the files from the Recycle Bin, the
disk space they used is truly avaitable. The Brief-
case is used when you have two or more comput-
ers that need to have files in sync, e.g., if you have
both a desktop and a portable computer.

With the Autoplay feature, Windows 95 auto-
matically detects the insertion of an audio CD and
begins playing it.  wired the audio out jacks from
my computer CD-ROM drive to my stereo receiver.,
Since I do not have an audio CD player, it is very
nice to listen to great music now while working on
the computer, thanks to Windows 95. As long as
the music plays, | know my system is not coma-
tose.

A nice surprise was the much faster printing in
Windows 95. In WFWG 3.11, the document print-
ing would start and stop, over and over again.
