Tdidn’t use it
lo write reports on the plane because [
wanted to wait for the ease of a keyboard,
but I did use it extensively to make notes
and write outlines. Once [ got to a power
plug for my laptop [ was able to put my Palm
Pilotin its cradle and transfer the notes and
outlines into my laptop. It also comes in
handy for when I meet new people. Timme-
diately input their name and phone number
and transfer it into my computer when I get
home. So far I have close to one thousand
names in my phone book and I am using less
than 10% of the available memory in my Palm
Pilot. { have successfully trained myself to
use my Palm Pilot 1o add to my ever increas-
ing “to do” list.

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me, Fam able to input immediately rather than
writing things on scraps of paper and input-
ting things into my computer when [ find (if
I find!) the scraps.

My selection of the Microsoft Office Suite
was a fortunate one. My customer had the
MS Office Suite for Windows 95 on the firm’s
network, and the other consultants also seem
to use the MS Office Suite. After my first
day with my customer, I started a report and
saved it in both the Microsoft Word format
and as text. On the second morning I gave
my customer a floppy with the Microsoft
Word and text versions of my report, When
they printed it, it was obvious that the
Microsoft Word version was far easier to read
than the text version.

PROGRAMMERS WANTED: SEND GEEKS

My little brother is coming for a visit this
month. He works as a database programmer
and is checking out the Southern California
job market. I did a little browsing in the em-
ployment ads and Websites. Guess what,
software programmers are badly needed.
Send in the geeks!

Programming talent is needed everywhere
like in your favorite electronic devices such
as cellular phones, microwave ovens and
your car’s computer. Programmers are also
needed for the latest Internet Java software
applications and Year 2000 glitch repairs. The
U.S. has a workforce of some two million pro-
grammers but each year nearly 200,000 high
tech jobs go begging. Why is this happen-
ing? Many bright, young people in the U.S.
and Europe consider programming geek
work. As a result, the number of computer
science graduates has dropped from a high
of 48,000 in 1984 to an estimated 26,000 in
1997.

When [ was an undergraduate student, com-
puter science was considered a liberal arts
discipline by many engineering and science
majors. Many foreign students would ask
each other, What is an easy technical major
that I can pursue that offers good salaries?
You guessed it, computer science.

Many of you may remember that I do some
scientific programming. How can you say
these things, Herb, if you do programming?
you may ask. Well, [ program as a means (0
an end. As an engineer, [ work with many
models and simulations. If my tools are in-
adequate for the job, then I have to either
modify or create new tools. I believe that

many people can benefit from a little pro- -

gramming knowledge. Programming disci-
plines the mind to think in a logical progres-
sion and helps in problem solving. Anyway,
Iam just an old hacker who programs mostly
in FORTRAN and Basic. I barely know Vi-
sual Basic and C and have little knowledge
of C++. As for Java, it still sits next to my
keyboard in a mug!

One thing has not changed with writing soft-
ware: Programming is tedious work despite
the advances in software development tools

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and languages in recent years. The best pro-
grammers can churn out an average of 10
lines of code a day. You read that right, an
average of 10 lines that have been coded,
tested and checked. This is a vast improve-
ment from the average of five lines of code
in the old days. Many large software pro-
grams have from 250,000 to well over a mil-
lion lines of code painstakingly written by
legions of programmers, The average pro-
gram for running your cellular phone is over
300,000 lines of code. Remermber, there are
only six million programmers worldwide with
two million in the U.S. and one million in Ja-
pan, and they are all busy.

What is the result of this shortage of pro-
grammers? The average programmer’s sal-
ary is $70,000 and growing by 13% a year. It
is one of the top jobs of the future. Large
signing bonuses up o 25% of salary, stock
options and other perks such as daily mas-
sages and laundry service await many a tal-
ented programmer. In the Silicon Valley area,
49ers tickets and white water rafting vaca-
tion trips must accompany six-figure sala-
ries high enough to buy Porsches, BMWs
and expensive homes. Successful referrals
can mean $500 to $5000 to that lucky person.

Fast growth companies that deal with cut-
ting edge Internet technology routinely of-
fer six-figure salaries and lucrative stock
options. Service companies that install com-
puter systems and software are also forced
to dole out six-figure incomes as well to any
programmers who have experience with busi-
ness applications. If you are willing to travel,
$250,000 salaries are commonplace. Corpo-
rate tech departments are at an extreme dis-
advantage. They cannot afford to offer new
computer science graduates salaries that
match their highly experienced workers in
other disciplines. Often, new hires will only
stay for a year or two for the experience and
are then lured away by the big bucks.

The shortage is not likely to end soon. De-
mand for programmers will continue to out-
pace the capacity of U.S. colleges in turning
out computer science graduates. Many u.s.
companies scour the world looking for pro-
gramming talent. Several years ago, a game
company hired several dozen former Soviet
Union scientists who once worked in a top
secret base. These scientists worked with
old 8-bit microprocessors such as the Intel
8085, Zilog Z-80 and Motorola 6800. The
game company was ecstatic with the tight,
efficient code that the Soviet scientists pro-
duced. Much of the former Soviet Union pro-
gramming talent is concentrated in the
Ukraine. They are strong in math and sci-
ence but lack strong English skills and have
little concept of writing a business applica-
tion. Many of them write code for insurance
companies.

There are lots of C++ programmers in Bul-
garia but they also have problems with En-
glish. India has long been considered a pro-
gramming Mecca with over 3.5 million pro-
grammers but India now needs all of them. It
is the same thing with China as it enters the
high technology age. Israel keeps all of its
programming talent on its own high tech-
nology projects. Countries such as the
Phillippines have programmers who are ex-
perts in old mainframe technology and are
eager to come to the U.S. South Africa also
has many eager programmers with mainframe
experience but many of them lack the de-
grees required to obtain papers to work in
the U.S.

One bright spot is Canada where a flood of
Java programmers is coming to the U.S. for
work.

Many companies attempt to bolster their
corps of programmers by turning to the
World Wide Web. After all, this is where
many programmers spend their idle time.
Many recruiters buy ads on favorite propel-
ler-head sites such as the Dilbert page. These
ads are hot-linked to their own Website.

Microsoft has adopted several strategies for
obtaining new recruits. Microsoft is famous
for buying start-up companies that work on
the hot technologies that Microsoft covets.
Microsoft employs service companies to
help install its software world wide. They
are usually understaffed for Microsoft's
needs. Microsoft has embarked on a pro-
gram to train 41,000 professionals in install-
ing Microsoft products. At the college and
trade school level, Microsoft has started the
Skills 2000 program at selected schools.
Microseft has established curriculums that
turn out the type of programmers it needs
and offers them a job upon graduation.
Microsoft has also focused its attention on
Europe where double-digit unemployment
existed for years. Microsoft has already
trained over 3000 Europeans with over 98%
successful job placement.

I have
been loaned to another program area so I do
not have to worry about a layoff and I am

considering two offers at this time. As for

my brother, I am helping him with his resume
and interviewing techniques. I intend to take
him to a job fair so that he can sprinkle a few
resumes around and get some practice in
secking a job. Who knows, he might find
out that he can get a six-figure income as
well. '

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OCIPUG Organizational Structure

With OCIPUG in the final days of elections
for officers and directors, we thought it
would be of interest for all members to be-
come better better acquainted with the orga-
nizationa! structure of our club.

Most members are aware that we have a
Board of Directors. Here we explain some of
the duties and responsibilities of the Execu-
tive Board, and include an organization chart.

The Orange Coast IBM PC User Group
(OCIPUG) is a nonprofit public benefit cor-
poration and is not organized for the private
gain of any person. It is organized under
California Nonprofit Public Benefit Corpora-
tion Law for charitable purposes, and 1s rec-
ognized by the Internal Revenue Service as
an IRC Section 501(c)(3) non-profit corpora-
tion.

OCIPUG membership has adopted a set of
Bylaws which stipulate specific corporate
law requirements. Included in these Bylaws
are the duties, responsibilities, and powers
of all Executive Board members. Our Bylaws
are available for members to download from
the members file area of our BBS.

We recognize that the work of OCIPUG is
performed by volunteer members — either
elected or appointed. They serve without
compensation — either direct or indirect.

The second document affecting OCIPUG ad-
ministration is known as the OCIPUG Poli-
cies and Procedures Manual. Unlike our
Bylaws, this document does not have acor-
porate law requirement. It is intended as a
“guide” to managing our club activities.
While it serves as the vehicle to further the
dictates of our Bylaws and to detail many of
the requirements of the Bylaws, this docu-
ment is not heavily burdened by how it may
be changed, updated, and expanded. This
document is readily administered by the ac-
tions of the Executive Board.

The accompanying chart shows that the
OCIPUG Executive Board is composed of
four officers and eight directors. The four
officers: President, Vice President, Secretary,

one-year term. The eight directors serve for
two years, and their terms overlap so as to
have four directors clected each year. The
immediate past-President also serves as a
voting ex-officio member.

The President serves as the general man-
ager of OCIPUG and supervises, directs, and
controls OCIPUG’s activities and affairs. The
President presides at all Exccutive Board
meetings and at all regular meetings. The
President appoints and removes chairper-
sons of committees and other non-elective
positions, and coordinates the preparation
of the operating budget.

The Vice President assists the President. If
the President is absent or disabled, the Vice
President shall perform all duties of the Presi-
dent.

The Secretary is responsible for keeping a
book of minutes of all meetings, proceed-
ings, and actions of the Executive Board and
of regular meetings. Additionally, member-
ship records, notices, and 2 myriad of other
administrative records fall to the Secretary.

The Chief Financial Officer (aka Treasurer)
maintains all financial records. The term
«“Chief Financial Officer” is specified inthe
California Corporate Code.

These duties and responsibilities are further

described and expanded in the Policies and
Procedures Manual. The policy manual is
available for download in the members file
area.

Directors sitting as members of the Execu-
tive Board perform those duties which the
Bylaws require. In addition, they must be
familiar with the general activities of the vari-
ous QCIPUG administrative and technical
functional groups as described in the Poli-
cies and Procedures Manual.

Each Director is designated to act as a Liai-
son Director with a limited number of spe-
cific committees — a concept inaugurated
by former President Bob Basaraba. This as-
signment assures more effective operation
of the Executive Board, while simultaneously

minimizing the workload of any individual.
Eight positions of liaison are represented by
one of the eight directors. The many differ-
ent committees in OCIPUG are listed in each
division: Communications, Membership, Fa-
cilities, Administrative, Activities, Qutreach,
Operations, and Newsletter.

The Liaison Director does not supervise or
cast a vote in committee bustness, but gen-
erally assists the chairperson. As needed,
these directors assist each of the chairper-
sons 1o obtain specific directions from the
Executive Board. One of the greater assists
performed by the Liaison Director is that of
guidance regarding policies and procedures.
In addition, the functions of budgeting for
each division are coordinated by each Liai-
son Director. '

Each year after elections, all directors are
responsible for providing the President-elect
with a list of three desired division choices
for liaison in order of preference. The Presi-
dent-elect will receive these requests and,
consistent with the needs of OCIPUG, will
make the lizison assignments.

Every new administration is faced with a need
to fill the vast number of volunteer positions
in OCIPUG. This year we face that same need.
Many of our membership benefits may not
be available unless member volunteers come
forward. We have a sound organization. No
one needs to feel he/she must be expert to
assist in OCIPUG. By helping each other, we
gain a success-oriented structure that re-
sponds to membership needs.

Please look over this organization chart and
decide where you would like to gain greater
experience by assisting, learning, and hav-
ing FUN., Some of our commiittees have been
working with very few members and, thus,
have been limited in doing all they might oth-
erwise accomplish for the membership. Still
other committees have no staffing and, there-
fore, members are without the benefits that
committee would have us enjoy. Let's pull
together and staff all of our committees.
Working together we will achieve many goals
that will enhance our membership benefits,
Your ideas are welcome.

This product is composed of a number of
market timing systems (33 for stocks, 6 for
bonds and 2 for gold) which are formulas
that look at various indicators and generate
buy and sell signals. It includes a database
of 43 market statistics collected over a 55-
year period which can be edited and added
to. Basically the program provides methods
for deciding when to buy or sell, not for
choosing which stocks or funds to trade.

Installation was straightforward and quickly
accomplished using just under 5 MB of hard
drive space. The well written manual comes
in a convenient 3-ring binder. An introduc-
tory Chapter provides some definitions and
a discussion of stock market terminclogy
which is intended to give the inexperienced
investor enough information to understand
the program. The investing philosophy of
markel timing, as opposed to stock picking,
1s discussed, and the different forms of tim-
ing systems are explained. To quote the
author, “Implementing a multiple timing
system strategy can be rather involved —
however, a simple strategy is far more so-
phisticated than 99% of investors.”

Tutorials make it easy to get started on use-
ful work; examples and pros and cons of
some single and multiple timing strategies
are presented and step by step use of the
menu system illustrates the use of the data-
base and various analyses of system perfor-

mance.

Technical support for problems needing im-
mediate attention is by voice mail at a Texas
phone number; the company prefers you use
fax, e-mail or regular mail for lower priority
questions.

The Main menu provides tools for running
any one or combination of timing systems
against current or past market conditions as
provided by the database, displaying
graphic screens with buy and sell signals
marked. A Dale Line can be positioned at
any point on the graph and corresponding
data is then displayed on a Status line. High-
lighting a buy or sell signal arrow and se-
lecting Signal opens a text box describing
why the signal occurred.

The View menu allows you to view and print
any of the dump files that are created by the
program, e¢.g. when running Rank All Sys-

tems a file named rank.dmp is generated,
viewed with Notepad or Wordpad and which
can then be printed. The Data menu accesses
tools to use and maintain the historical data-
base and Request Data provides the means
to download data via modem from Ultra Data
Service. (The company offers free access at
its local Texas number and a rather moderate
charge when using their 800 number.) Data
can be exported to a spreadsheet or to stock
selection programs such as FastTrack or
Monocle.

A flexible system of plotting and/or printing
data and systemn analyses is available from
the Graphics menu; trend lines and support/
resistance lines can be drawn, moving aver-
ages for the number of days you choose can
be created, trading bands of selected per-
centages above and below the average can
be inserted, etc. Context-sensitive help is
available at most places throughout the pro-
gram, making it pretty user friendly.

Overall, this is a businesslike investment
tool; no multimedia bells and whistles but as
simple or complex as one might wish to make
it. The author encourages the user to submit
comments, suggestions for new features or
ideas for a new timing system. The value of
market timing systems will be questioned by
the “buy and hold” crowd and by stock pick-
ing newsletter publishers, but I think this
approach might be attractive to us technical

types.

It is easy enough to select one or a combina-
tions of systems, pick a time pertod of inter-
est and let the program calculate the result-
ing performance as compared to the OTC
index. (Actually, a game could be played try-
ing to see who can score the highest Com-
pounded Annual Return over a given time
pericd!) What is not so easy is to find,
among the almost infinite choices available,
is a single or multiple system which will per-
form well over the period in which you will
be investing your hard-earned monies.

Along with the usual caveat “past results
are no guarantee of future performance”,
the author warns that a system can simply
stop working so you should be prepared to
change it. Investing is just a crapshoot any-
way, isn't it? After further exploration of
this program’s possibilities I may come up
with a system of my own to tout.
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Boxer 7.5 Text Editor
Alan Liebschutz

Overview

Although a good portion of the day may be
spent with a spreadsheet or a database pro-
gram, there comes a time when a note will
have to be written, e-mail messages com-
posed, or a short memo or letter written. Lim-
ited programs that come with Windows —
such as Write, or with DOS —MS-DOS Edi-
tor, may serve but most of us will use a com-
plicated word processing program such as
Word or WordPerfect.

Then there are text editors which are a spe-
cialized kind of word processing programs.
These editors produce plain letters, mes-
sages, or numbers that can be sent anywhere
and can be read by any word processor,
known as ASCII text. Besides being used
by programmers to write computer code,
non-programmers may want to use text edi-
tors rather than a word processor that cre-
ates formatted text that e-mail and other word-
processing or page layout programs may
choke on.

Boxer text editors come in three types, now
in version 7.5: BOXER/DOS, BOXER/TKO
(which can edit very large files), and BOXER/
0852, All three have a common interface.

Boxer celebrated its sixth anniversary on
April 16, 1997. In today's fast-paced soft-
ware market, that’s more of a feat than many
may realize. In a market where many firms
don’t see their first anniversary, and others
are consumed by their competitors, Boxer
has maintained a foothold by these old-fash-
ioned principles: '

* Provide exceptional value.

*  Provide exemplary customer support —
and this is provided for a less than 1 MB
program. .

In the words of the founder, David Hamel:
"Some of today’s new programs are beauti-
ful to loock at but deliver only basic func-
tionality. Others are so feature-packed that
they've become cumbersome to use. Boxer

strikes a balance by implementing a mean-
ingful and diverse feature set in a manner
that’s both consistent and intuitive.”

Some Important New Features

* Boxer/DOS and Boxet/TKO can directly
access the Windows clipboard when run in
a Windows 95 or a Windows 3.1 environ-
ment. Text on Clipboard A, the default clip-
board, from Windows programs can be
pasted into Boxer; text from Boxer can be
pasted into other programs on the Windows
desktop. You can even move text quickly
from one Boxer session to another Boxer ses-
sion, since each session accesses the com-
mon clipboard. When you restart a Boxer
session, unless it has been otherwise dis-
turbed, Clipboard A will contain the same
text as it did during the last Boxer session.

* Boxer/DOS and Boxer/TKO support long
file names under Windows 95. Filenames up
to 255 characters in length are allowed, as
well as embedded spaces and mixed upper
and lower case characters. Remember —file
names must be enclosed in quotes. Boxer/
(82 will retain case in file names when run
on HPFS systems.

* Comprehensive numeric data sorting ca-
pabilities are now available from the Block-
Utilities-Sort command. Two- or four-digit
years are supported.

* Ten extra Clipboard areas have been
added, addressable within Clipboard Man-
ager.. A new index feature provides a sum-
mary view by showing the first line of each
Clipboard in a single panel display.

* Boxer/OS2 and Boxer/TKO can edit files
with line lengths up to 3000 characters.

* Enhancement of reserved words and pat-
tern matching capabilities.

* Boxer/DOS and TKO surrender their time
slices for better performance in multitasking
environments.

* The Paste command tracks and reports
the number of times the current clipboard
has been inserted.

* Syntax highlighting has been greatly ex-
tended and enhanced.

Documentation and Installaticn
Installing Boxer/TKQ on my 486/66 IBM PC
clone running DOS 5 was a snap. 1 was im-
mediately given the choice of [4 popular
word-processing programs Boxer could emu-
late. I chose Word. Then I was asked to
select one of 9 printers. Next came nine
screen colors. These choices only have to
be made the first time you use the program,
but can be changed at any future time. Ev-
erything worked as expected for a DOS pro-
gram. Across the top of the screen were
File, Edit, Search, Window, Block, Misc.,
Goto, WP—{for Word Processor, Options,
Macro, and Help.

The succinctly written 114-page, 6"x9"
manual shows the Boxer commands. File —
with Open and Save, as usual; but also Pagi-
nate, Compile, and Previous; Edit with De-
lete Line and Truncate Line — which de-
letes text from the cursor to the end of the
line; and Undo — which reverses not only
the last mistake or two, but up to the last
200. Under Misc, ASCII Chart pops up a
menu with characters ¢ to 255 in decimal,
hexadecimal, octal, and binary — either for
reference or to inser! a character into the text.
There are a total of 158 commands in the 10
menus, not counting Help. There are also
four utilities: Makeindx — to add text to the
on-line help system so that it is available
within the Editor; Reconfig — to create a
new keyboard definition file for Boxer; Bmac
— to create or edit keystroke macros; and
Hugefile — to edit files which are too large
to be edited within conventional RAM. This
latter utility can split large files into 2 or more
smaller files for individual editing, and then
merge files back.

Boxer is highly customizable, and provides
a wide range of configuration options to fus-

First Aid 97 for Windows
Give Your PC a Checkup
C. Edward Wolfe

CyberMedia First Aid for ‘97 is a combina-
tion of many programs rolled into one. A
valuable asset is the Dr. Solomon anti-virus
protection program which, in the reviewer’s
case, gave me a comfortable feeling. I re-
tained the Norton Utilities program, which I
had previously installed, for added protec-
tion.

The program took about nine minutes to in-
stall and went as smoothly as any program
I had previously installed. Check-up took

about 30 minutes and examined the effi--

ciency of hardware, software, and systems.
At the conclusion of Check-up, you may
print out a “*First Aid Problem Log."

In my case, the system printed out 10 defi-

ciencies. All but two were corrected by an
Auto-Fix feature. These two were related to
the MPEG Player, which seemed unimpor-
tant to me, and remain uncorrected.

This program remains installed on my Dell
P-60. It is a constant monitor of my com-
puter and has twice caught crashes before
they have occurred. It will also alert the op-
erator when any “Vital Signs,” such as low
memory, occur. A “CPR" feature permits a
soft landing and the retention of your work.
If the system changes settings incorrectly
when installing a new program, CPR will back-
track and correct to the original settings.

The User’s Manual is well written, under-
standable, and self teaching. Ideally, every
manual should be as well made.

A special version of Cyber-Media Oil
Change was included in the package. This
is specific to First-Aid. It improves the
system's performance, incorporates updates
and fixes bugs. Access to the Internet with
Cyber-Media was trouble free .There had
been rio updates since publication. The pro-
gram exhaustively searches the Internet for
upgrades and fixes from a variety of sources.

There are three features that guard the va-
lidity of your system. The Update button
connects your computer to the Cyber-Me-
dia Heip Control Server and updates itself.
Secondly, the Advisor will scan the Internet
for the latest solutions, tips and answers to
specific situations. Thirdly, the Crash Pro-
tector looks to the Internet for patches, up-
dates or other fixes to the software or driv-
ers that may contribute to a crash.

(il Change is a valuable addition to your
library. It will search for more updated pro-
grams, and will recommend their replacement
or will recommend the replacement of hard-
ware when indicated.

All in all working, with First-Aid ‘97 was a
rewarding experience. The product is cer-
tainly worth the money and an introduction
to the reviewer that there are such programs
available.

This is a multi-tasked bookkeeping system
for small businesses. It prepares invoices
and purchase orders, prepares payroll and
writes checks. If fully set up it does Online
Banking. It prepares all necessary reports
and graphs. Quick Books Pro also prepares
and merges mailing lists and labels. It should
be noted that it does not include an inven-
tory tracking system.

The installation was easy although it took
awhile on my machine. My previous ac-
counts from my Quicken 5 version converted
without any problems. Some adjustments
were necessary prior to the conversion and
these were detailed in the easy to follow In-
stallation and Conversion Guide. This
guide covers all conversions from earlier In-
tuit bookkeeping systems.

ther enhance its flexibility. Some of the op-
tions are available from within the Editor by
keystrokes or from pull-down menus. Oth-
ers are accessible with option flags.

Summary

I’ ve been using Boxet first for many months
as a try before you buy evaluation, then in
version 7.5 for this review. At first, havinga
long history with many versions of Microsoft
Word, I was brought kicking and screaming
from Norton Editor to Boxer. I started writing
Web articles in HTML for the OCIPUG Web
Page. The Windows text editors I used, or
converting a Word document to DOS text
from Word, caused artifacts in ASCII so 1
was finally forced to learn another Editor for
word-processing. 1 was fortunately intro-
duced — still kicking and screaming — by
Bob Basaraba to Boxer. Boxer at the begin-
ning had the usual learning curve of new
programs, but it was so intuitive after alittle
use that I quickly became acclimated to it
and realized its innate simplicity, user friend-
liness, and extreme configurability. I now use
it for all my HTML and BBS messages as
well as for my e-mail. In addition, I have
started to use it for my OCIPUG newsletter
arlicles since each editor or contributor
seems to use a different word-processing
package, and trying to save an article from
Word into another word-processing lan-
guage always seems to me (o give format-
ting compatibility problems.

Windows 3.1

The July Windows 3.X SIG started with the
usual questions and answers. One member
had a problem with installing memory. He
installed more memory in his 386 system, but
the system failed to recognize the additional
memory. It turns out that jumpers had to be
set on the system board for the system to
recognize the additional memory.

We then took a look at some basics: how to
make a directory and, of course, how to re-
move a directory using Windows File Man-
ager. We then looked at installing new fonts
using the control panel and the font func-
tion. A new font was installed and also re-
moved. Fonts are normally installed in the
Windowshsystem directory, but where a lot
of new fonts are being installed a separate
directory will keep existing fonts from being
overridden.

Next we took a look at Microsoft’s Technet.
We did a search of the CD to see how to
search the Technet for information. We then
moved to the back of the room to access the
same Technet via the club’s network sys-
tern, thanks to the help of our sysop, Dean
Sowers. And, for those with Internet ac-
cess, we did a search of the Technet via the
Internet, using the Microsoft web site.

Special Interest Group (S1G) Reports

New User
Preston Hill

At the July meeting as the third in his four-
part series for new users, John Lunsford pre-
sented his usual outstanding summary of
the various operating systems, followed by
many questions and answers.

He explained that there are several flavors of
Windows 95 with the version detected by
viewing the Control Panel/Systems/General
screen, for example. The retail version, sell-
ing for about $85, will display 4.00.950. The
OEM Service Pack 1 version that came al-
ready loaded when you gol your computer
will display 4.00.950a. The OEM OS Release
2 (OSR2) version that now usuaily is already
joaded on the newer computers will show
4.00.950b. John did not know the letter des-
ignation for the latest newly released Ser-
vice Pack 2.

John remarked that the Release 2 version,
with the “b” letter, permits 32-bijt FAT (File
Allocation Tables) tables (a redundancy),
but may cause significant problems—espe-
cially with your modem. He also wamned that
Service Pack 2 has serious problems. It prob-
ably should be trashed and not installed.
Although significantly enhanced over Win-
dows 3.x, Win95 is still not a “stable” plat-
form.

On the other hand, Windows NT is very
stable but costs about $300 retail. Windows
NT uses NTES “FAT” tables for address
control. Version3.51 hasa Windows 3.x in-
terface (16-bit) whereas version 4.0 and just
released 5.0 have Win95 (32-bit) interfaces.
Thus, version 4.0 and higher, as well as
Win95-OSR2, are not friendly to DOS, which
is limited to 16-bit addressing with 16-bit
FAT.

John spent considerable time discussing
usurvival” in the Windows world. Basically,
he advises against running 16-bit (i.e., DOS
or Win3.x) programs concurrently with 32-
bit (i.c., Win95) programs as the system is
likely to be unstable and you will get prac-
tice reading, “‘the system has performed an
illegal function and is shutting down” in the
dialogue box. Contrary to PR statements,

WinO5 still is not atrue multi-tasking “oper-
ating system”. He recommends that you run
DOS systems from DOS by rebooting and
pressing <F8> when the screen indicates the
computer is starting to load Windows. This
will display a screen with several choices.
Select 5-Stop at Command Prompt to stop
loading as soon as the underlying DOS is
loaded but before Windows loads.

In general, John strongly recommends keep-
ing program files separate fromdata files—
preferably in separate partitions but at least
in separate directories or subdirectories.

Apparently, there are some problems with
using Win95 in more than two partitions. But
you may want to have Win95 and related 32-
bil programs in one partition with other par-
titions reserved for DOS, Win3.x or other
operating systems as System Commander
may allow.

Housekeeping is a necessity! John uses
SCANDISK at least every other week and
whenever he suspects corruption. For ex-
ample, if the system becomes very slow to
execute commands, you probably have some
corrupted files so should immediately save
your work and reboot. The same applies if
you have problems involving disk actions—
floppy or hard drive. Run SCANDISK after
rebooting; usually the “short” mode is ad-
equate. If SCANDISK identifies problems,
you should back up before “fixing” as not
everything can be fixed. For example,
SCANDISK can repair errors in short and
long file name pairings unless youused DOS,
or aDOS shell, to change Win95 directories
or subditectorics.

He also “defrags” his sysiem periodically
so as to improve efficiency. Fragmented files
require excessive seeking by hard drive
heads and thus slow operations. If using
Win935, you can place “shortcut” icons for
both SCANDISK. EXE and DEFRAG. EXE
on your "'start up” screen by finding the files
in the C:\Windows directory, then right click,
hold and drag the file to a blank area on the
screen, release, and then click on “create
shortcut here”. You may then edit the text
on the icon as you wish.

Win95 users can view a file without actually
opening it by going 10 MS Explorer (right
click on the START button and select EX-
PLORER), highlight the desired text type file,
then right click to display 2 dialogue box with
various choices. Select “send to" to display
another box with NOTEPAD and a small num-
ber of other viewers that were pre-loaded or
that you placed in the
CAWINDOWS\SENDTO directory. Youmay
also select “open” for another box with a
larger selection of programs under which to
open the file in question. By using
NOTEPAD, you may view the file; you do
notopen the file. If NOTEPAD is not in the
“sendlo” sub-directory, right click to drag
and copy NOTEPAD.EXE from
CAWINDOWSto CAWINDOWS\SENDTO.

More housekeeping is keeping your com-
puter and peripherals clean. Keep the com-
puter off the floor, use a dust cover (but only
when not turned on), and gently vacuum
inside periodically. A small conductive
camel’s hair brush is useful to dislodge dust.
An air blower, such as special spray cans, is
not recommended because the air blast can
force large pieces into small crevices where
they cannot be removed. Harbor Freight
Tools stores have miniature vacaum attach-
ments that fit on your vacuum’s hose.

Check and clean your floppy drive to remove
dust particles that can scratch. Periodically
check the surfaces of your floppy disks for
scratches by sliding the cover on your 3.5"
diskette. Cleaning disks are available at most
computer SLores.

Should you leave your computer turned on
all the time? Always ON is better for the
electronic components as it reduces the ex-
pansion/contraction cycles from heating and
cooling, but the mechanical parts (hard drive
and cooling fan) can wear out quicker. The
compromise: turn your system off if not go-
ing to be used overnight or for many hours.

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Special Interest Group (SIG) Reports

Modem

Tom Tersigni and Preston Hill

The July 8 Modem SIG was held atits regu-
lar time in the Brockhollow SIG meeting fa-
cility. Kim Kymiicka opened the meeting with
announcements — gleaned from news re-
ports and computer magazines — of what’s
new in the world of computing. The big an-
nouncement was that he had an ample sup-
ply of free software — a Microsoft Internet
Explorer Starter Kit — for all who wanted
copies. The kit consists of a CD-ROM and
an 80-page manual, A Beginner’s Guide to
Internet Explorer. After satisfying all re-
quests, Kim stitt had a number of copies left.

Installation of the Internet Explorer is pain-
lessly simple and, if you have been using an
carlier version of either Internet Explorer or
Netscape Web browsers, you will see many
new features which make browsing on the
Web a lot easier. Installation offers the op-
tion of bringing up the E-mail window at
startup of Windows 95. Type a message that
contains an E-mail address in the body of
the message and Internet Explorer displays
itas a browser link; a mouse click on the link
will start a new mcssage to that address.

Two new OCIPUG members, who were at-
tending their first SIG meeting, were intro-
duced. Michael Springer opened the meet-
ing to a Q&A session. One member was
puzzled by the behavior of his modem which
suddenly activated while he was working in
a word processing program with no capabil-
ity for sending a moedem command. Michael
assured all that the modem will not respond
untess it gets a signal from the computer,
That signal, however, does not have to be a
reai-time command from the keyboard; it can
arrive as the result of prior settings, such as
setting the modemn to AUTOANSWER orrig-
gingittoreceive a FAX viaa TSR, Springer
then detailed viewing the AUTOEXEC.BAT
file, using the DOS MEM command to ob-
serve memory-resident programs, and look-
ing at the contents of SYSTEM.INT and
WIN.INI for sources of automated signals
to the modem.

Other questions were answered with discus-
sion of how the modems on the QCIPUG BBS
answer incoming calls. This cleared up mis-
conceptions held by some of the members.
Using the primary number — 714-751-3242
—tocall the BBS connects to Node 5 witha
28,000 bps modem. (Editor's note: Nodes 1
and 5 were recently switched in an attempt
to clear problems.) If that line is busy, the
callrolls over to 714-751-3243, Node 2 with a
14,400 bps modem. If that line is busy, the
call rolls over to 714-751-3244, Node | witha
28, 800 bps modem. It should be noted that
if acallto 751-3243 or 751-3244 does not con-
nect for any reason other than a busy sig-
nal, the call will not roll over and you must
dial another number. Nodes 3 and 4 are not
available for incoming calls and are reserved
for SYSOP and/or Executive Board members
use.

After a short break, Charles Schreiber dem-
onstrated the upgraded communication pro-
gram — Hyper Terminal Private Edition —
that is provided with the Windows 95 and
NT 4.0 programs. This program is available
as freeware. It can be downloaded as a seli-
extracting compressed file — htpe3.exe —
by connecting with the author’s Web site,
http://www hilgraeve.com/htpe.him. Some
of the newly-added features are JPEG graph-
ics, virus protection, C++, JAVA, Visual Ba-
sics, and Spell Check. They hope that by
trying the free version you will purchase the
fuil-featured version, HyperACCESS.

Following the demonstration, we continued
with Q&A. Springerexplained the difference
in the signal transfer rates: Data Terminal
Equipment (DTE) between your computer
and your modem as opposed to Data Com-
munication Equipment (DCE) between mo-
dems. The bps rate (called baud rate in ear-
lier times) associated with your modem (DCE)
represents the maximum speed it can trans-
mit signals over the telephone lines. Your
modem has the capability of compressing
the signal from your computer (DTE) up to 4
times the original signal density, thus allow-
ing your terminal (DTE) to communicate
faster than the rated speed of your modem
(DCE). Therefore, when setting the commu-
nication parameters for your terminal, it is
best to set the bps rate to the highest value
offered by the menu options.

WordPerfect
Jeff Sinn

After a discussion on the use of fonts in
WordPerfect for Windows, George Austin
started the 7 July evening with his Pop Quiz
Question of the Month: What are three ways
to end a line in WP? Most everyone got
Hard Return and Soft Return, but Corel has
introduced a new code for WordPerfect 7.0,
catled Line Break. Much like a Hard Return,
this will end the line but, unlike a HRt, it does
not end the paragraph. Now, for example,
double clicking in the margin (or four clicks
in the paragraph) will ignore the Line Break
and select everything up to the next Hard
Return. This was included to assist in the
construction of Web pages, but works just
the same itn a normal document,

George then showed us a simple three line
macro that he created to change to a speci-
fied directory (or drive), open the File Open
dialog box, then, after selecting a file, return
the default directory to the one set in Prefer-
ences. This is simitar to QuickList, but the
QuickList directory is changed for the re-
mainder of the session, while the macro re-
turns you to the program default directory.

For the main presentation, George demon-
strated an update of a macro called Dead
Keys that he originally wrote as a WPDOS
5.1 macro. The improvement to the macro
language made this much easier to do in
WPWin 6.1 and a lot easier for us to follow
on the screen (no tildes (~) to deal with). By
editing the keyboard, George assigns the
macro to a key. This can be any key, al-
though it is best if it is one that is not used
frequently. George uses the right square
bracket (J). This is now the “Dead Key™ and,
although nothing appears to happen when
you press it once, it actually starts the macro
and waits for the next keystroke. In the
macro, you define the action you want the
active keys to perform. Forthisexample, the
number keys insert fractions (2/3, 4, etc.)
from the WordPerfect Character Set (Ctrl+w).
By the way, if you really want aright bracket,
just press the key a second time.

Now What Do | Do?

Richard Hunter

At the July meeting, we showed hard drive
partitions. First we looked at the partitions
using Windows 95, which gives a summary
of the partition size and the free space. Then,
we used the DOS utility FDISK to lock at the
partitions. FDISK is a dangerous program
as it is possible to select the wrong com-
mand and wipe out all the information on the
hard drive. Read the FDISK screen care-
fully before entering an FDISK command and
keep a current backup of your hard drive.

Running SCANDISK under Windows 95
showed how Win95 displays the clusters
while doing a scan of the disk. SCANDISK
should be run before doing a “‘defrag” of the
hard disk. SCANDISK checks for errors,
such as cross-linked files, while DEFRAG
will reorganize the data on the hard drive,
making access to the data more efficient. We
then ran DEFRAG on one partition.

We used the DOS tools, MEM and MSD, to
show details of the system. Some members
thought it impossible to run MSD under Win
95. We showed it does work, although
Microsoft suggests that it is best run under
DOS. While looking at MEM, we discussed
the undocumented command MEM/A. This
command shows how much space is still
available in High Memory. That is the area
where DOS may be loaded using the com-
mand DOS=HIGH.

We discussed system resources and showed
how Windows 95 accessory tools display
the indicators for the resources. We also
discussed resources in terms of Win 3.X.

Finally, we ran MEMMAKER, which comes
with DOS 5.0 and later versions, and permits
one to load programs or parts of some pro-
grams into Upper Memory. MEMMAKER
has an automatic mode which does a rea-
sonable job of loading programs into Upper
Memory. We examined both the CONFIG.
SYS and AUTOEXEC. BAT files to confirm
that no changes were made there.
