Web Video: Making It Great, Getting It Noticed

We seem to be living during the decade of the rise of video as the media of choice for 

self-expression. And where better to publish for maximum exposure than the web. In the 

beginning, just about any online moving picture was considered good and worth the wait, 

no matter how long it took to load and how poor the quality turned out. It was new, 

cutting edge and so exciting to be part of. However, the world-wide audience has 

become more discerning and has come to expect a touch of story, direction, and 

technical quality in the visual and audio. So, a book with the title of Web Video: Making 

It Great, Getting It Noticed, would seem to be the ticket to success. 

The authors, Jennie Bourne and Dave Burstein, have done an admirable job of putting 

together an extensive array of basic to quite-involved information, tips, online resources, 

explanations of relevant technologies, and production techniques, approached in an 

entertaining format. There is a lot to be learned here for the individual involved in the bare bones to studio quality 

video. And, being totally new to the subject, I really enjoyed this unique insight into the world of video production. 

This is a vey different beast than using a video camera to record home and business inventories where no editing is 

required. 

The book’s 321 pages are divided into nine chapters. “Making It Great” is the focus of chapters one through seven. 

Publishing to the web for a world-wide audience of varying technologies and viewing devices presents many issues to 

consider that film, TV and home movie enthusiasts and professionals don’t have to deal with, in addition to the 

challenges that they do have to take into consideration. 

So to start you need to have a plan and a great idea, target an audience and keep it as simple as possible. Because of 

the heavy compression used in web video, the varying bandwidths for download, and the variety of hardware your 

viewers will be using to watch your movie, there is a lot that is out of your control for you to consider. You’ll learn 

about the pros and cons when making choices about equipment such as video camera, tripod, microphone, lighting, 

cables and connectors, recording media and backup options. 

There are also a variety of techniques and approaches to consider for videoing events, interviews, how-to’s, and news. 

Editing is a much overlooked and underutilized part of the process, but is essential for refining your focus and message. 

There’s a lot to consider in addition to which video-editing software to use, such as shaping the story, adding 

transitions, titles, graphics, and sound, working with compression and selecting an encoding format.  

“Getting It Noticed” is discussed in the last two chapters. This is a lot trickier than one might think and there is no sure 

formula to get you there. Going viral is usually the result of inspired marketing. There are a lot of ideas here and 

vignettes of success stories to get you going. 

However, you must first make it great.

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This book is packed with excellent ideas and resources to help you make a success of your production. The chapters 

end with projects for you to work on, based on what you’ve absorbed so far. Throughout there is a focus on techniques 

for improving your video skills and methods and to assist you in this are interviews with accomplished video folks which 

cover a broad range of topics. The information, interviews, and tips are interspersed with vignettes of web video 

success stories. This insight into a world unto itself was just fascinating to me.

Wolverine F2D Slide Scanner

Over the years, I have amassed about 3,000 color slides. I have been wanting to scan them into my computer, but up to 

now, had not seen a scanning product that would allow me to get the job done in a reasonable time. One day I came 

across the Wolverine F2D 35mm Film to Digital Scanner while surfing the Internet. It looked like the answer I was 

looking for. 

I read a number of reviews and found a wide variety of opinions. People seemed to love it or hate it but the positives 

were greater than the negatives so I decided to try it. I was not disappointed. The unit is self-contained, though you 

can connect it to a computer USB port for power. However, no computer is required to use it. In fact, I am using it on 

an island in my kitchen. The unit comes with two film holders; one for slides and one for color or black and white 

negatives. The unit saves the images to an SD card in JPG format. Before saving the images, they can be mirrored or 

rotated, if necessary. 

The package includes the unit, the two film holders, an AC adapter you can plug the USB connector into for power, a 

brush to clean the internal screen, a 1-GB SD card, and a 19-page manual. The first thing I did was go to the Wolverine 

Website (http://wolverinedata.com/f2d). I downloaded a PDF copy of the manual so these tired old eyes could better 

read it. I also downloaded the latest firmware update and installed it. I then started my project. I can scan 125 slides 

in about 30-35 minutes. The more images that need to be rotated before saving, the longer it takes. They advertise 5-

MP images and I found the file sizes ran from 900 KB to just over 1 MB.

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There are a couple of things to watch out for. The most important is to make sure your slides (up to 4) are properly 

seated in the tray. If they are not, the tray will bind up in the scanner. I have had a couple of close calls on this one. 

Also, I have found that for no good reason the image on the screen of the unit will shift to black and white or have 

some goofy colors. I have found in most cases pressing the mirror button twice will fix the problem. If not, turning the 

power off and back on will do the trick for sure. There is one other item the manual warns about, and that is not to tip 

the unit backward to better view an image on the unit's screen. The reason is that the connector on the USB power 

cable plugs in near the bottom on the back of the unit. The connection is a small USB connector, like the one on your 

camera. Repeated tipping can place stress on the connector causing it to fail.  

Pricing varies. A Google search for “Wolverine F2D” brought a range of prices from $119 at the Wolverine site to $99.99 

on the Costco site. I am quite satisfied with the product. If you take care in using it, you will be too. 

Brief Windows 7 Install Notes + a Tip Re Internet Explorer 8 (64-bit)

On October 22nd (launch date) I received my pre-order of Windows 7 Professional from NewEgg.  It came with two (2) 

DVDs, one for the 32-bit version of this OS and one for the 64-bit version.  I have a relatively recent, home-built system 

with 4 GB of RAM and decided to install the 64-bit version.   

If you are moving from XP to Win 7 like I was, PLEASE FIRST READ this “article” on Microsoft’s site. 

As it turned out, in trying to use the on-DVD, “Windows Easy Transfer” tool to back-up my files and settings to use the 

clean install “option” (going from the any version of XP to the any version of Win 7 requires a “clean install”), I found 

that the 64-bit version of the tool (64-bit DVD) would not start – presumably because I was trying to open it from within 

a 32-bit version of XP.  So I used the 32-bit Win 7 DVD and proceeded to save my files and settings to my USB hard 

drive.  This turned out to be absolutely the right thing to do.  Once reloaded after the clean install, my files and 

settings were right where and how I left them, this after doing the required fresh installation of my applications (Office 

2007 Home and Student, Front Page 2000, etc.).  The article linked above details the whole drill. 

On starting Internet Explorer 8 (IE8) – launching from the IE icon which the installation populated immediately to the 

right of the Start orb – I found things NOT working as expected.  When trying to open an on-page link in a separate 

Windows (via the right-click menu item), nothing happens – no attempt to deploy a new window, no error message, zip!  

Also, when trying to open an on-page link in a separate tab (again via the right-click menu item), a new tab pops in 

place with the IE logo and the text “connecting…” displayed – but it never connects.  So…after about a 1.5 HOUR 

troubleshooting session with Microsoft’s level one tech support (an 800# is listed in the small “handbook” that comes 

with the DVDs, you just have to reach them during their “normal business hours”), my issue was scheduled for a call-

back from a level two tech support person the following Tuesday (already booked until then, three days off). As soon as 

I got off the phone I said to myself, “Self, you need to do this yourself!”  So I did… 

In investigating the new (to me) desktop layout and Start area, I found that there were two (2) Internet Explorer items 

listed in Start/All Programs, “Internet Explorer” and “Internet Explorer (64-bit)”.  I opened a session using the 64-bit 

item and everything worked fine.  I opened a session using the “other” IE item and experienced the same problem as 

described above.  Conclusion, the installation-populated task bar icon is for the 32-bit version, even though I installed 

the 64-bit version of the OS (I had changed to the 64-bit DVD before resetting the BIOS to boot from CD/DVD and 

starting the clean install).  So, I unpinned the “original” IE icon from the taskbar (right click and select “Unpin this 

program from taskbar”) and pinned the 64-bit version (right click and select “Pin to Taskbar”) – plus grab the icon 

(which populates on the taskbar to the right end of the left-side grouping) and drag it to where you want it, for me 

where the original one was, immediately to the right of the Start orb.  Now IE works the way I want it to.

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And, yes, moving from XP, and therefore having selected the Pro version of Win 7 to get the “Windows XP Mode” 

capability, I downloaded and installed it (you also have to download and install “Windows Virtual PC”, the 

“environment” that XP Mode loads in).  [Info and download link here – orange banner/button near the top of the page.]  

While it works for my purpose (running the Windows ME version of Solitaire – a MUCH snappier, but less attractive, 

version of that game), the launching is NOT one click as stated on the linked page (above).  The XP Mode session must 

first start (i.e., the virtual machine environment and XP Mode load).  That takes about twelve (12) seconds – and 

exiting XP mode (hibernating the session – only option) takes about the same time but XP Mode will then re-launch in 

about three (3) seconds.  Then you can click to start your application (two clicks, total).  [No, you cannot drag the 

application icon (shortcut) from the XP mode session to the Win 7 desktop.]  Suffice to say, the XP mode desktop is 

rather ugly, simple monotone MS blue in 16-bit color with few options to pretty it up.  Anyway, Solitaire runs fine (now 

– after I downloaded and installed the latest video driver to kill the flickering in the card display). 

So far I am generally unimpressed with Win 7 but at least I am getting it (me?) trained.
