Interne t and Networking SIG ( SIG Leader: Steve Schiffman )
Meeting Date: November 3, 2009
Attendees: 8

Topic/Focus: Themeeting started out with a recap of Bob Strade
Transport located in St. Louis County, Missouri. Bob loves those big steam engines. We then had a discussion of Tourist
steam operations that the group had been to recently. There are really a lot of operations that are looking for people
to come visit them. Using a search engine and the key wo rds "tourist railroad museum" will bring forth a bountiful list
of hits to explore. The last topic of the evening was visiting the "NetworkWorld.com" web site to see what was
happening in the world of networking. One headline we found was that on the devel opment of standards for HTML ver
5.x, the next version of the language that drives the web. One new proposed feature is the inclusion of video codec's
into the html standards. Interesting developments, but it will still be a while before HTML ver 5 specifi cations are
completed and ratified.

Random Access:
Member Eugenia Frerichs complained that she was having problems with the combo floppy dr ive and

media reader which she had added to her relatively new system. Both components worked fine after installation but
recently have stopped working. Ed inquired whether she had been having any other USB problems (since the media
reader component is serviced through USB ports located on the motherboard). She advised that the rear panel USB
ports are working fine but that she was also having problems with the front USB ports which are integrated into her
chassis6 front panel ( protybeing ceaolgrizgd). E0 suggested tkatishedcbecki the eosnections
at both ends of the USB cable - and also check both ends of the floppy data cable (connection) AND floppy power cable
(connection). Ed noted that since the media reader and front panel U SB ports are driven off of separate USB ports on
the motherboard, she may have a problem with her motherboard. [Most likely the cable connections are the problem -
especially since it is unlikely that both the floppy and media reader components are both h  aving problems at the same
time.]

Member Walter Srebnik inquired about the difference between the recently released Socket LGA1156
Intel Core i7 processors and the previous Socket LGA1366 Intel Core i7 processors. Ed advised that the primary
difference dbeyond the difference in the physi cal processor pin-out, associated socket, and speed bin options dis the
use of a triple -channel memory controller in the Socket LGA1366 i7s (max 25.6 GB/s memory bandwidth) and a dual -
channel memory controller in the Socket LGA1156 i7 variants (21 GB/s me mory bandwidth dsupporting the next -faster
DDR3 speed hin). The triple-channel controller will support up to six DDR3 DIMMs while the dual -channel controller will
only support up to four DDR3 DIMMS (Intel spec)dmax 24 GB vs 16 GB, respectively. [There is also a difference in the
0system bus dthey BE&TH QuickRatth Interconnect (QPI) is used for the 1366 and the 2.5GT/s Direct Media
